went, neither to him nor to this peeple,
but help him I pray to look to Thee to ‘en-
ablé him to know his duty, and to do it
taithfully, not only in this public station
But in that of Justice of the Peace. Lord
Thou knowest what a critical situation at
this time it I8 to walk in the station he is put
In, 80 as to keep a good consclence and the
good will of the most leading men here in
this province.” The reference in the Iatter
part of this extract is to events then (ak-
Ing place in the older colonies, and it is
possible that news had reached the settle-
ments of the Declaration of Independence
made in the early days of the preceding
wonth, and it seemg to prove that the
people herm-esic, up to that time, undecided
whetdier to go into revolt or not. But this
question settled itself not many months
after by the defeat of the attack on Cum-
berland, and from the time that event be-
eame knowa inthe gettlementsin Yarmouth,
Annapolis; Queens, Kings anid Hants, they
felt their best interests would be served by
remaining under the protection of the
Crown, the cause of the loyalists being sec-
ured beyond doubt in .this province.

The company have made an arrangement
to run to the new W. & A. Station at Mid-
dleton that is now being built about mid-
way between the old station and the june-
tion of the N, 8, Cettral. Leaving the
town of Middleton ~that is beginning al-
ready to show advancement, by new build-
ings, of the benefits to be derived from
another railway-—we crossed the Annapolis
river on a handsome, most substantially
ereoted steel bridge, 135 feet span, on stone
abutments, and equal in strength to any
bridge of the size in Canada. Going neross
the Nictaux plains for three miles we come
to Niotaux. Here is being erected a mod-

.| ern style of station house ; the first six feet

of walls are of rubble work; various colored
granite, whin and sand stone being used.
The pillars of overhanging roof and a un.
ique chimney built ou of this different
stone gives a very ‘

" Here at Niotaux is & large ballast pit,
from which the gravel Is taken for half the
line south, We passed here two long bal-
last trains drawn by 835-ton mogul engines
of the latest type. From Nictanx we have
to climb over the South Mountain, follow-
ing the valley of the Wiotaux River for
eight miles, the scenery being exceeding wild
and pioturesque. The work of grading was

Y | very heavy and expensive on this section,

and the track seems to cling along the
mowntain side a great height above the
river below. We go through great rock
cuttings and over tremendous fills, one of
which is drained by a splendidly construot-
od arch culvert 190 feet long.

Our next stop is at the lately called
American Mills, but' now named by the

new owners, Measrs. Davidson, of Bridge-
water, the more pleasing name of *‘ Alpena.”
Here is to be a station, and the railway
company, are now engaged hauling 1,000,-
000 ?:t of lumber for shipment at Bridge-
water, for the above enterprising firm.

Twelve miles from Middleton is Albany,
where a pretty station is being erected, to
accommodate what will becomé a thriving
village. After crossing the Shannon River
on a steel bridge our next stop is at Spring-
field, 24 miles from Middleton, and here is
built & good-sized station, as adlarge busi-
ness is expected from the town springing up
here. There has already been built a large
steam mill close to the station ground,
capable of manufacturing all kinds of lum-
ber, ete.

Now we come into Lunenburg County,
and to New Germany, 16 miles front Bridge-
water ; there is amother large-seized sta-
tion, beeause this is the centre of a large
thriving district, that only needed an out-
let by railway to give it a start. Four
miles further south we through the
pretty village of Riversdale, where a sta-
tion—quite as pretty as the place itself,
has been completed. We cross here an-
other steel bridge of 80 feet span, and on
to Bridgewater. Here we were surprised
by the buildings erected. First, the pas-
senger station, a large, handsomely de-
signed building, the lower story of stone,
and above large, well-lighted offices for the
railway service. - Connected by a covered
platform is the freight station. Opposite
these buildings is a leng building Xivided
into locomotive, car repair, and carpenter
shops. with engine house and supply store
intmwmdvidin‘thebuildin . In the
second story of the tower is.a 20, lon
tank to supply water jo station ing
and engine, and furnished with pits of gran-
ite. In front of the round house is an iron
turn table with cut granite pit. A large
coal shed is also conveniently situated.
Less than a mile away, connected by aspur
track, is the railway wharf, a solid filled
blocking about an acre and a half in area,
and at which are now loading two or three
large ships for South America. Two large
steamers of about 2200 tons gross, have un-
loaded rails at this wharf,

Eleven miles from Bridgewater is
Mahone, another good harbor, and where
station and wharf are to be erected,

Lunenburg, the terminus, has a very
handsome station at the entrance of the
town, and further along will be situated
the freight sheds and wharves. Tke track
runs along the heads of all the wharves,
and is a great comvenience to the large
shi Per- from this port.

orgot to mention before coming to New
Germany we crossed another steel bridge,
135 feet span, being evected, and* without
delaying trains,

The work the company is doing is thor-
oughly first-class. No wooden trestles, but
solid granite masonry and all smaller
bridges of southern pine, The road bed is
remarkably smooth and well-ballasted, and
although the palace car we travelled iny was
only a springless van, yet we rode as easily
as in a pullman, and made good time too.

The locomotives, five in number, are by
Rogers, of Patterson, New Jersey.

We could not, if we would, give our
readers even an outline report of Rev, Mr,
McMillan’s lecture entitled, * Extremes,”
delivered in the Court House last Monday
evening.

He began by some observations on the

The Sunday before last there was but
one service only in the town, in conse-
quence of which no article under this
heading uppeared in the Moxrror.

astic even, in its utterance, and engaged
the undivided attention of the large audi-
ence.

In the evening the same gentleman de-
livered a fine sermon from the pulpit of
the Methodist church at the request of the

tor, Mr. Wright, when the house was
led to the brim. On this occasion the
text was taken from Hebrews, 12 ch. 1 v.
From these words he discoursed eloguent-
ly on, first, the nature of the Christian
life ; second, on the hindrances to its de-
velopment, and third, on the encourage-
ments which distinguish it. The effort
was an able one, and quite worthy of the
well-known ability of the preacher. We
hope the rev. gentleman may pay another
visit to the place in order that our people
may again taste the feast of good things
they have so lately enjoyed in his sermons
