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! OSTATE OF RELIGION~ REVIVAL
1 MOVEMENTS.

In olancing over the religions papers for
. the past mouth, the two most remarkable

features in counexion with the state of r1e-
i ligion and the progress of revival, which
{ shike us, are, fiest, the Jabours of Mr, Re-
ain Jd RadelTe in Parisy, and the rosults of
 these lab -urs ; and, sccondly, the continued
offor s for the advancement of religion in
the Biiish metsopohs, a-d especially a
movement (or the spintual benefit of the
higher classes,

With refer uce to the labours of Mr. Rad-
cliffe in Paris, we quote the {ollawing {rom
the correspondence of the New York Me-
tho""st ;—

P rvis has never, pethaps, been o0 thorouehly
stirred by 2 religions movement as it has
within the it month, by the revival activity
of Mr. Recinald Radeliffe of England,  You
have heard of him in connertion with the ve-
vival in Scotlnd and Treland, wheve hiz Lhibors
have been very suecessful.  Mr. Radelife is o
lawyer by profession —a man under fo-ty, of
vigorous physieat ared mental powers,  He has
devoted his whole time, Liyman as he is, to
the propagation of the Gospel.  On the invi-
wuition of sowme French Piotestants, whe had
seen the great. effect of his work in England
lecame to Paris about six we-ks ago, and
opened his evancelizi o services, at first,
amosg the Erglish population at Paris, at the
Chapel Taitbout and the Amesican Chapel.
His mode of procedure is very simple—in fact.
it is very nearly that of a Methadist prayer
meeting, with perhaps lesz method. e never
attempts to preach, hut gives aceasionally eare
nest exhortations during the course of the
me ting, and, at the close of the public servi-
ces, invites all who are secking the salvation
of their souls fo rewmnin for convers tion and
advice. The first places of meeting soon pro-
vedd too small.  Applieation was made to the
Government for permission to hold meetings in
several Joealities, esperially in a lirae concerts
room aud a larze gymnasium,  The French
penple began to attend in large numhers, and
Mesars Frederick and Wil iam Monod gener-
ally acted as interpreters In o fortnight, there
could Le seen what perhips Paris never gaw
betove, inmenze andiences of Freach men and
wotnen, engaged in singieg. prayer, listening
to carnest exhortations, or asking the prayers
of God's people=-in fact, all the ecenes of a
revival meeting at home, Many have been
awankened and co verted. The novelty of the
mevemen', and its rapid success, made a great
noise in the ¢ity. Influences were bronght to
bear on the Chief of Polics, which caused him
to withdraw the permission ta hold services in
unlicensed places The wonder is. that they
were ever allowed atall  But the good wark
is begun, and it is hoped that French Protest
antism is sbont to receive the baptism of the
loly Spirit for which it baslong been wairing
and praying, and that the revival will epread.
not only over the city, but throughout France

The following account is aiven of the
movement in London to which we have re-
ferred, by the correspondent of the Preshy-
terian Banner, 2 most useful and respectable
minister of the Presbyterian Church in
England :—

Mr. Black-
wood gpoke with remmkable fulness, tender-
nest, and power, on * Glad Tidings"—explnin.
ing, by a rapid Seriptur 1 exposition of the
whole subjeet, the way of eternad life in such

version, some few yems ngo—the happines,
thus seenred to him, and the brignt hope that
he chemshed for cternity—were indeed very
impresdive and affecting. The interest did not
flag for a moment; the aundicnee was dou!t.
w th asin the presence of Him, wih whem is
“na respect of persons;” and the appeals for
smmediate decision were urgent snd moving.
‘The address was prccoded and foilowed by
prayer, in language, indicating s mplicity and
godly ineerity of mind, a3 well as fawsiliar
converse with the skies,

The same gentleman is to deliver a gecond
address on Siturday.  The street without was
iled with a double row of earnages, As I
weng down stairs, a Iady, the dauglter of an
Svangelical Loudon Viear, und the Superin-
tendrnt of 1 Bible Woman Society, aid o me
*1 suppose these men are suci preachers, be-
cause their former lives were so ungodly.” And
what other reply could 1 give ner thin, that
‘great sinners savedd tke the best Evangebsis.?

“I'hese are emphatically revival mneetings for
the vich; the movement is steeprd in prayer,
It was most interesting to wateh the fuces of
those present, especiaiiy of young udies and
gentlemen.  Many clereymen were prasent;
among ovhers was Dr. G-I, one of the Bihop
of London's private chaphiing, who has just
heen nominated to the Bishopric «f Madras,
He is, 1 believe, an excollent man—a son of n
pious and venerable clerggman at Derby, who
lately published a valuabde paper, or tractate,
on ‘Propitiation * He was recommended to
the Government by the Archlishop of Can-
tvhury, who was warmly seconded Ly the
Bishop of London.”

The present iscertainly a period of varied
and carnest effort for the spiritual good of
all clas-es, Wigh and low. May we sce
wnore of this earnestness among ourselves—
in our owan section of the Church, and in cur
own Province. May Ged pour out of His
Spirit, that there may be here more mani-
fest tokens of a work of revival !
