With the Jacques Cartier
the-quick assets.ara good and aro sufficient,
if borrowed on, to satisfy calls of over one
million dollars. The quick assets of the
Ville Jarie were about one hundred thou-
sand. Much will depend on the press
generally, and the Fxench press in particu-
lar, whethor the run of the past fow days
will be continued or not.
