The Camillian Fathers have just ob-
served the festival of the foander of
their Order, St. Camillo de Lellis, who
was & predecessor of St. Vincent de
Paul in that grand movement of practi-
cal charity in tho world which has so
distivguished the later religious Orders.
Until the titme of St. Caunlle France
did not possess a single religious Com-
munity devoted exclusively to the care
of the sick. The followers of this saint
soon responded to this great need, and
their establishments sprang up at Lalle,
Lyons and other places.
