The Prize List for the Provincial Agricul-
tural and tidustrial Exhibiti.i for next year.
was discussed and decided uponi-also-addi-
tional Regulations, to be fublisled with the
Prize l.ist.

A Mvlmorial froin Wm. Evanîs, Juinr., of
Cote St. Paul, nskiiig for hie patronage of flie
Board for an Agricultural Iniplemnent Ware-

ouse which le proposed to establish iume-
diately' in Montreal, was subinitted, and the
Board was pleased te accede to the saime.
