our Chureh, connected either with thisimmediate con-
gregation, or with the other congregations to which,
in conjunction with my friend and brother, the Rev.
E. M. Stewart, I minister in this neighbourhood, to-
wards whom I do not entertain feelings of the most
cordial good-will, and whose best interest for time and

eternity I do not desire to promote ; and I trust they
will believe that the expression of their regard on this
auspicious oecasion affords me a feeling of gratification
which I am unable adequately to express.

With reference 1o your kind allusion to my past
services, permit me to say, that although I have reason
to hope that, through the goodness and mercy of God,
iy ministrations have not been altogether unproduc-
tive of fruit, yet, in the retrospect of the now nearly
nineteen years during which 1 have ministered in this

lace, I find much for which I have to crave the kind
indulgence of my people, and much, very much, for
which I stand in need of the forgiveness of Him in
whose Chureh it is at once my high privilege and my
responsible office to be a minister.
