The * Mail’s"” Intolerance.

The Mail finds it necesmary to defend ftaelf

from the charge of Intolerance, and attempts
todo sc o » two column dounble-leaded edl-
torisl. This marke snother progresive
phase {n the agitation, for were the orgsn of
horse-protestantiam sure of its position before
the public it wonld have maiutained the attl-
tude of attack, When a party, n newspaper,
or an Individaal is compelled to assums the
posture of defence, the fact that ground has
been loat In evidens. The Mail, It appears,
haa been driven to take thls position by the
explanation made by somebedy that the Lib-
eral members who vaoted with the govern-
ment did so in tsvor of the sacred principle of
reoligions toleration, while those who voted
the other way were voting for resligious per-
secation. This the Mail characteriser as
1 gdding cowardlioe to hypocrisy, and to
¢ hypooriay calumniour mlsrepresentation of
# the character and motives of thelr oppo-
‘‘nents.” Wo fall to see it In that light.
The Liberal party of Canada, whatever may
be its fanlts, haa never been opportunist and
owes Its belng in Oppositlon now and for
years past to an obstinate adherence to prin.
ciple.

For the want of » better reason to maln-
taln ita poaltion the Afail asserts that ** Mr,
¢ Laurler went ronnd to them and told them
¢ that If they followed thelr principles hie
¢ |nflaence In Quebec wonld be destroyed
¢ and the Catholic vote would be lost.”

Mr, Laarier did nothing of the kind. The
question was discussed, as all questions are
dlscunsed by the Opposition, with a view to
concertad action, if possible, and it was de-
clded to leave it av open vote, each member
being free to act ar he thought beat.

Bat the Mail goes too far afield for a reason
to acconnt for the course taken by the Lib.
erale, while the true reason is closs at hand,
They voted for tke Bill because they comld
not do otherwise without setultifying their
whole Ilne of policy puraued for years in de.
fence of Provinolal rights, PFurthermore,
thelr vote was in striot accord with Liberal

professlons of foleration snd equal rights,
They were not at all afrald of the Jennits,
had no desirs to withhold jastice from them
any more than any other class of Canadians,
and pat no oonfidence In the men who would
play in Cauada therole playsd by Pompadour
in France !n relation to the famous Order.

Bat does it not stand %o reason that the

_groat body of Liberal representatives in par-

liament are more llkely o aot on the tradi-
tional lines of Liberalium, which include the
widest toleration, than a newspaper standing
alone in the country aa the champlon:of saven-
feenth oemtury meotarian animosities?

One day Iast week Mr, Balfour informed
the Housea of Commons that thers were ten
Irish members of Pacliament in priscn noder-
going sentenoes for alleged infracticns of the
COrimes Acts. Altogether, since the passage
of the Act there bave bean sixty-four of these
¢ Crimivals,” Aa the London Daily News
remarked on & recent cocsalon, it would be
safeto say that aince the dizcovery of the
secret of representative government, no par-
llamentary party in the world bas been able
to boast snch an matonbshingly large nomber
of members who have suffered imprisonment
in i1s behaif an the selid, unconguerable—or

at any rate unsubdaable—buoyantly hopeful
group whioh representa the Irlsh uation in
the Britieh Parliament.

The brutality with which moat of these

gentlemen were Sreatod in prison is » matter
of world wids notority and marks an Indeli-
ble stain en Tory government in Ireland, it
snythiog could blacken 30 foul a xecord.
Numbers of them had to fight for thelr
olothes, Mr. Sheehy was knocked down by
five warders, stripped and left In his cell for
for two hours. Mr. Alderman Haoper was
stripped by force, and Mr. Lane and Mr.
Payne and Mr. Gllhoody. Mr, O'Brien’s
battles with the warders are familiar to
everybody, and the death of Mr. Mandeville
capped the climax of atrocity. But it i»

The Cronin Mystery.

For about twe waeeks the nawspapars bave
boen busy over the disappesrance of Dr.
Orenin, a highly respacted citizen of Ohloago.
A great many ssnsational reporss have been
published and it is freely allegad in some
quarters tbat he has been murdered or kid-
napped. It s known, seid one paper, that
same membery of s oertain Irish Amerioan
sectot s00'ety of Chloago were at bitter eamity
with him on scoount of information which he
clalmed to possess showing that there had
been serlous corruption in the sdministration
of the fands of the society in question ; and
briefly, it was suggested openly that those
members had oenaplred in some way to
remove the dootor. Subsequently it wm
reported that Dz, Oronin was neen and inter-
viewed at Toronto, but the reporter’s story
In not credited. It was wleo statad shat he
was aoen at other places, but no valid founda-
tlon has been discovered for any of these
reporls, On Sunday before laat a mesiing to
rapresentatives of the varions and numerons
Irish-American socleties of Ohicage was held
to conaider what actlen should bs taken In
regard to Dr. Cronin’s dlwsppearanoce. Ja
was after soms discnsslon determined thatuo
money shonld be apared In Investigating the
mystery, aud the aplrit that prevalled fn
demonseratod by the fast that from the Irhh
soojeties of the City of Pailaneiphia alone
came an offsr of $10,000 if noceasnry, to be
expanded it the Invertigation, The supposed
appearance of Dr. Cronin in Torcnto wans re-
forred to, but it seems to have required mare
evidence than wae then before the meeting to
induce them to belleve that Cronin waxnot
dead. Fiunally, the gathering sppointed »
Committes to take what stepa they saw fit to
clear ap Chicsgo's lateat and most amazing
myatery, Thils committes is working ener-
gotioally, and will do everything pousible to
dissover what has become of the miwming
gectleman,
