1.—Submitted a request from the Superintendent of
Mount-Royal Park for leave of absence from the 13th to
the 17th instant.

Resolved: To grant said request.

2.—Submitted a report from the City Surveyor to amend
his report <dated the 18th February, 1911, applying for am
appropriation to defray the cost cf repairs to the building
and machines at the Road department shops, DeLorimier
street, and recommending that a sum of $2,800.93 be vot-
ed for said repairs. :
Resolved: To report to Council accordingly.

83— The Board again ccusidered that application from
ex-fireman Frank Carroll for a paid-up policy of $1,000, in
accordance with the resolution of Council ppassed in 1875.
