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Mr. MEIGIIEN: Why did flot the govern-
ment put in the resolution some of these
reasons which. they pressed on the con-
ference?

Mr. VIEN: Mr. Speaker, the rc'solution
passed by the flouse in no way constituted
instructions to the managers that discussed
th£ matter on behaif of the Gommons. When
this flouse was requested by the Senate ta
agree to the amendments, we passed the reso-
lution stating the reasons why this flouse
coutd not concur. After that, when the Senate
advised this flouse that they would insist an
their amendments, we decided to appoint man-
agers, but, I repeat, our managers were in na
wise restricted by the termes of the resotution.
They were given an absolute mandate, un-
restricted by the terms of the resolution, ta
press for the withdrawal of the Senate amend-
ments.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: May I answer
my right hon. friend's question as ta aur not
including what we said in the resolution?
One of the reasons given is, "because the titie,
principte, policy and economy af thie said
bill as passed by the flouse of Gommons has
heen completely altered." That includes ab-
sotutely everything.

Mr. MEIGHEN: No.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: It includes the
policy of the bill, the economy of the bil-
everything.

Motion agreed to; amendments read the
second time and concurred in.

Sir HENRY DRAYTON: What is the
effeet of the change?

Mr. GRAHAM: Nothing.

Act, as amended.

Sir HENRY DRAYTON: May we learn.

Mr. COPP: There is a very stight amend-
ment changing section four regarding the ap-
pcintment of the returning officer. As we
passed the section the Secretary of State
would make the appointmnent. The Senate
have added the wards:

The Covernor in Council upon the reconumendation
of the Secretary of State.

The provision that the returning officer
shahl be appointed for one year is amended
by providing for appointment "during plea-
sure".

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: To permit af
patronage if another government should came
ino office.

Sir HENRY DRAYTON: Is my right hon.
friend serious in that remark? It seems ta me
that ho has ail the. patronage he wants; he
is taking ail he cao get, hore, there and every-
whero, by proceeding without regard ta the
Civil Service Act wherevor passible. If mY
right hon. friend is seriaus, why doos he
accept this amendment?

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: Hie wants ta
get through tho session.
