AGRICULTURE

BUTTER-IDENTIFICATION OF IMPORTS
FROM NEW ZEALAND

On the orders of the day:

Mr. A. D. Hales (Wellington South): Mr.
Speaker, I should like to address a question to
the Minister of Agriculture. Now that the gov-
ernment has made arrangements to purchase
and import 22 million pounds of New Zealand
butter, would the minister assure the house
that when this butter is sold to the Canadian
housewife it will be labelled in such a way as
to state the country of origin? Will he also
assure the bouse that it will in no way jeop-
ardize the high quality of Canadian butter?

Hon. J. J. Greene (Minister of Agriculture):
Mr. Speaker, this butter will be up to
Canadian standards. I think it will be sold
entirely on the west coast. The amount of
butter being imported is in fact sufficient only
for two days' normal consumption in Canada.
In respect of the matter of labelling, I will be
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
