Uniess there be a
provision made whereby the fariner can get
bis proportionate slhare of the bounty of
eacbi find; bis crude oul is flot as vaiuabie vý
it was before, and he tbereby loses a cer-
tain arnount on each and every barrel of
crude ohl.

1 want to eaul the attention of the ininiste_ý
to the fact Ia order tha t the farmer may
have bis just nighs in the matter.

Hon. Sir MACKENZIE BOWD4LL-Are
these increases whicb are proposed Ia the
salaries of the Supenintendent of Insurance
and of the Auditor General heiag mnade at
the present hhme so as to have theni take
effect before the new Civil Service Act
cornes into operation?

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-No, flot before.

Hon. Sir MACKENZIE BOWELL-If
they remain untii after, if I understand the
provisions of that Act, they caîinot be deait
with, exceph by the commissioners.

Hon. air. SCOTT-The Act wouid not
give it now to Mn. F.itzgeraid, because lie
is nlot bead of the department. It is a
brandi of the Finance Department.

Hon. Mn. LOUGHEED-Are tbose gen-
tlemnen not indiuded In the Aot as we bave
it?

Hon. Mr. SGOTT-No, the $5,000 appiies
ho the deputy beads of departinents. Tbe
Insurance branch of the Finance Depart-
ment ca> scarcely be called a departient
of its owa.

Hton. Sir MACKENZIE BOWELL-The
Civil Service Act miakes tbern equal to tbe
depu-ty liead, and declares tbat tlîey occupy
a p)osition similar te that.

Hon. Mr. COX-It bas not nny bearng
on this question; but rnay 1 ask if there are
any other institutions wlîich are assessed
the saine as tbe insurance companies?

Hon. Mr. SCOTT-I an ixot awane. I
understand the insurance cornpqixies are as-
sessed for the runlning of tbat branch.

lHon. _Mr. COX-The superintendeîîce of
bankiaig is paid for by the goverillent. Wbv-
flot the superintendeace of insurance ilso?

lion. 'Mr. SCOTT-I do not kinow ; the
reg-uiations were made sorne tinie igo.

Hon. Mr. COX-I tbink the other insti-
tutions siîould be made ho pay the saine as
insurance coipanîes, or the insuraiee con'-
panies sbould be released.
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
