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Individualist anarchy.

Yet I have looked at this claim by the light

of history and my own conscience, and it seems

to me so looked at to be a most just claim, and

that resistance to it means nothing short of a

denial of the hope of civilisation.

This then is the claim :

—

// is right and necessary that all men should

have woi'k to do which shall he worth doings and

be of itself pleasant to do ; and ivhich should be

done under such conditions as would make it

neither over-wearisome nor over-anxious.

Turn that claim about as I may, think of it

as long as I can, I cannot find that it is an

exorbitant claim
;

yet again I say if Society

would or could admit it, the face of the world

would be changed; discontent and strife and

dishonesty would be ended. To feel that we

were doing work useful to others and pleasant to

ourselves,
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
