FrtMn all which this Confcqjcncc mav
be drawn ; that as the Church of Rome
docs not PraAice, that anointing of the

Sick, which is mentioncvi in the Gofpel,

and yet would take it very ill to be judg-

ed on that amount no true Member of

the univerfal Church : And as anointing

the Sick in any Senfe whatever was un-

doubtedly difcoatinued for a long Time-

by the whole Church ; which Difcontinu-

ance however did not unchurch them ; fo

allowing ever fo much the Propriety of

reviving this Rite, yet not doing fo can-

not cutoff the Church of England from

being as real a Member of the univerfal

one, as Rome may dc, notwithftanding

its totally departing from the orginal De-

fign ih the Inftitution of wlii*^ Rite; or more

than the primitive one ceafed to be a

Church, notwithfta'^ding its intii^cly drop-

ping and difcontinuing this Rite for two'

or three hundred Years*.
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
