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MILLIONS FOR FRENCH RACING

+Program of 350 Races, Valued at
$3,505,000—Favorites for 1911.

PARIS, ¥ —Tha Socjety for the En-
couragement of Racehorses in France,

which coxrols flat racing, has drawn up
¢ its 1911 program, which contains 250 prizes
of the value of 3,505,000 francs. Hitherto
the statutes of the society prohibited it
“from, offering its own funds as prizes for
which foreign horses could compete, so
the soclety was compelled to find prize
money elsewhere for open events. The so-
. clety this year has changed the rule by
omitting the word ‘‘French” in the regula-
tion, which reads “That a]l prizes from
« the society’s funds are exclusively re-
© served for pure-bred French horses.” The
society’s code, however, limits the amount
open to foreign horses to 20 per cent. of
the prizes offered, and for the present it
ouly offers about 14 per cent. in the races
open to foreign horses. It has increaséd
the value of the prizes in these races for
this year, and for 1913 it has thrown open
the Prix €adran, which is the dldest race
on the program, it having been instituted
r 1838, making the prize 5,000 francs in-
stead of 30,000 franecs. It furthermore stip-
ulates that the race must be run on Thurs.
day in order that English owners may
participate -without infringing on their
observance of Sunday.
The Steeplechase Sociéty, which s
" ¥France’'s second racing authority, having
control of steeplechasing and hurdling, on
the other hand, is seeking means to limit
the foreign invasion. Unlike the Soclety
for the Encouragement of Racehorses in
France, almost al] its races are open to
foreign horses, and a special committee
appointed in May reports strongly against
outside competition. The report recom-
mends that prizes be reserved solely for
horses born and bred in France, except for
the international week in Paris In June,
and for prizes of over 20,000 francs offered
at the winter meeting at Nice. It insists
that these measures are necessary owing
to the prohibition of betting in New York,
which, while sending to France some
stables which are welcome, has sent also
“speculating stables,” which were banish-
- ed from France by law in 1909, Racing
circles 4o not expect that the society will
adopt the committee’s proposals entirely,
but foresee action alonz the lines pro-
posed.

Now take the present crop of cham-
bione, Jack Johnson has knocked out
only a few of his opponents and ap-
parently wds lacking such a punch un-
til he downed Tommy Burns in Aus-
tralia. None of Johnson's alleged
champlons has ever acquired fame be-
cause he sent his adversaries dowi
and out. Billy Papke used to have
the reputation of fbeing a knockout
fighter, but in his more mecent bat-
tles lte seems to have been content
to let his men stick around to the
limit. Ketchel was a terrific puncner,
but he is dead now. Jimmy Cilabby,
a claimant for the welterwelght cham-
pionship, has a long string of knock-
outs to his credit, but mone of his
rivals have.

Getting down to the lighter division,
neither Moran nor Wolgast has ever
done anything. Wolgast can count
the good men he -has put to sleep ow
the fingers of one hand and have a
few digits left, while Moran has al-
ways been known more as a boxer than
a fighter. Wolgast, for instance, went
into twelve battles last year in whicn
no decision was rendered. He had one
draw, a twenty-round victony over Lew
Powell, and knocked out four men,
three of whom were obscure pugilists.

Ahe Attell, known as the cleverest
of the clever, lacked the punch a few
years ago, but in the last few cam-
paigns he has probably sent more box-
ers down for the count than any other
man in the light or featherweight di-
visions with the possible exception of
Packey McFarland. Peculiarly these
two are now scheduled to meet.

sened. More sclence has been intro-
duced into the game ,and the jabber
has succeeded the fighter who put his
head down, rushed in and fairly smoth-
ered his adversary bemeath an ava~
lanche of blows, asdid Terry McGovern
when he was in his prime.

Then again, the rules are not ag lib-
eral as they used to be. In many
localities the olubs Insist on clean
breaks and the man who used to wal-
lop his adversary in a clutech with
one hand free and sneaks one over
in the breakaways €finds himself at a
disadvantage.

A Dialect Map of China.

A new map of China was rm-»n_tly
published by a German house W h{:;h
undertakes to transcribe the chief
names in the exact forms which they
assume in the dialects of the respective
provinces as well as the commonly ac-
cepted form. In this way the fifteen
chief dialects are represented. The'
commonly accepted form is printed in
dark green, the djalect form in black.
Thus such unfamiliar forms appear as
Taetsiu for Taichow, Fupe for Hupefl,
Fulan for Hunan, Hokkong for Fu-
kien, Ssjutschon for Suchow, etc. Other
features which make the map valuable
are the thoroness with which it treats
Mongolia and the Kokonor country
north of Szechuan—regions which in
most maps are left more or less blank
spaces.—Consular Report.
