Accepting aw aequrate- the state­
ment credited to Trotzky In his re­
port freer the Brest-Lltovsk negop 
Gallons, that the German terms in­
cluded the retention of Poland, Lithu­
ania, Riga and Moon Island and an 
Indemnity of £800,000,000, it is point­
ed out that the proposed treaty will 
be in direct violation of not only all 
peace principles laid down by; the en­
tente spokesmen and President Wil­
son, but of the often-quoted Teutonic 
declaration of "no annexations and 
no indemnities.” However, it is taken 
for granted that there will be «an at* 
tempt to disguise these demands and 
deny that they constitute either in­
demnity or annexation.

To Help Militarist».
It is realized, however, in diplo­

matic circles, that the signing of 
such a treaty will«»ervo to strengthen 
tremendously the military parties in 
Germany and Austria, where they 
nave been seriously threatened by 
the Socialistic elements because of 
the inadequate peace arrangement 
they have made with the Ukraine.

As.the treaty must mean cessation 
of the Bolshevik attacks upon the 
Ukraine the German troops which 
were to have been sent» to the de­
fence of Ukraine will be released for 
western service. Otherwise it is not 
perceived by the officials here how 
the compulsory signature of a Rus­
so-German treaty can have any fur­
ther effect upon the conduct of the 
war, as the transfer of the German 
eastern army to the western front has 
been fully anticipated by the entente 
military commanders, who are con­
fident of their ability to cope wita 
the reinforced German armies.

Washington Opposes Previous 
Policy of Isolated Local

Washington, Feb. 19.—Treaties be­
tween the United States and Great 
(Britain and the United States and 
Canada to govern the application of 
the army draft to' citizens of each 
country residing In the other were 
sent to the- senate today by Secretary 
of State Lansing. They were signed 
by Mr. Lansing and Earl Reading, 
who affixed his sigmature to the docu­
ments as his first official act in the 
office ot British - high commissioner 
and special aitibaeeador to the United 
States.

Under the treaties the United States 
may apply the draft law to British 

’‘Subjects and Canadians living jn this 
country between the ages of 20 and 
*6 years, thé British draft limits, 
while Grefct Britain and Canada may 
draft resident citizens of the United 
States from 21 to Ü1 years old.

Similar conventions are now being 
negotiated toy the state department 
with France and other co-belligerent 
nations and .probably will tie ready 
for submission soon.

By the enforcement of the Amert- 
can-Brltish treaty, It is expected more 
than 260,000 men in this country .w^U 
be made liable to- service, while at 
least 60,000 will be affected by the 
American-Canadian treaty.

Estimates place the number of draft 
age Americans In England at approxi­
mately 18,000 and in Canada at about 
86,000.

Great Britain from adherence of the 
full purpose of the Versailles council 
meant that no highly organized allied 
offensive could be looked forward to 
this year.

The premièr’s statement did. not 
throw any light on the plan of action 
agreed upon at Versailles. His words 
apparently were cgrefully weighed to 
prevent any Inkling of thqt plan from 
being drawn from them. The prompt­
ness of his challenge to his critics, 
however, and the upreserved nature 
of that challenge was interpreted here 
as a hint at great events soon to 
come. , •

Taken in connection with President 
Wilson’s recent statement, that 1918 
would toe the decisive ’year and the 
repeated warnings from the western 
■front that a great German offensive is 
Imminent there, today’s proceedings 
In London are regarded as highly sig­
nificant.

DEPARTMENT OF PENSIONS

Long Standing Dispute Between Hospitals Commis­
sion and Militia Department Settled 

/ by Compromise.

Ottawa, Feb. 19.—The tong-standing and acrimonious dispute be­

tween the militia department and the military hospitals commission 
has been finally adjusted. The eub-committee of the privy council 
appointed to settle" the dispute has suggested a compromise which, it 
Is understood, has been approved by the prime mlnlèter. The soldier 
will remain under the militia department until his décharge, after 
that he passes under the jurisdiction of a new department, to be known 
as the department of pensions and returned soldiers.

This will .involve a new portfolio, under Sir James Lougheed 
member of the cabinet.

The department will have charge of pensions, hospitals and 
tlonal training.
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
