It showed that 502 shares of
the stock purchased by Mr. Ryan from
James H. Hyde, stood in the nam:s of
at least thirty-five persons who were
or recently had been directors of tue
soclety, each of them being the owner
of at least five shares of the stock. Ly
the transfer of this stock to Grover
Cleveland, Judge Morgan, J. O'Brien
and Geo. Westinghouse, a, majority of
the directors would have ceased to be
stockholders of record.

It was deemed wise by the ‘rust:2es
and by counsel that a majority of the
recognized board of directors should
be actual owners of five chares of stock
each until the question of eligibility
of policy-holders as directors had been
settled by the courts. Accordingly, an
effort was made to purchase the neces-
sary amount of stock. This resulted in
the nurchase of a block of 87 shares
of stock for the aggregate price of
$212,500, aproximately $2,500 a share.
