A NEW ROWING RIG,

Imprevements That Will Give Speed to
Racing Shells.

Boston, Mass., Feb. 4.—M. F. Davis, an
old-time Portland oarsman, who for sev-
eral years ﬁa&t has lived in Detroit, Mich.,
is- in the Kast exhibiting -an iivention in
levengﬁ as applied to sweeps in crew row-
ing. xperts at Harvard have examined
My. Davis! invention, but are mute in re-
‘gard to it. Coach Watson would like, how-
.ever, to see it tried on the river, and the
first clear water in the spring may float a
four or an eight rigged with the new Davis
oars.

The latest Davis idea requires a steel
shank inboard for a sweep, and can only
be used in crew rowing. By its use the
oarsmen will be enabled to secure nine
inches more stroke in the full reach, or
18 inches on the complete stroke when
rowing at 40 to the minute. In a slower
stroke the gain in Inches is increased, as
‘Mr, Davis has figured that 28 more inches
of water is disturbed by the oar when the
cadence is 28 or 30 to the minute. Some
of the old-timers in town were amazed at
his statement, but he demonstrated _its

racticability according to his figures. Mr.

avis believes that 40 per cent. more pow-
er can be put into a stroke by his invention,
all of which is due to the lengthiness of
the stroke, which he claims to be able-to
do. Besides this, the Invention does away
with the screwing around of the body
caused by the short and long-arm grip on
the ordinary oar.
