At present merchants and
others are constantly interrupted durin*
business hours by brokers who wish to sel
or buy. The excitement therefore to some
extent demoralizes legitimate trade, and it
is thonfnht that a Stock Exchange, where
all mining business could be earried on by
brokers, would obviate this inconvenience.

On the whole, Vancouver and other citles
have been much benefited by the boom in
stocks. Although the boom bhas existed
but three or four months, a score of Brit-

In this gold-seeking age the an-
nouncement that sea water contains a
fairly uniform, though small quantity
of gold is sure to attract the interest ot
speculators. This will be so especially
when they learn that there exists in
solution in sea water many millions of
tons of gold. Such would appear t0
be the case according to Professor Liv-
ersidge, the professor of chemistry in
Sydney University. In a remarkable
and exhaustive series of experiments
which he has made there is consider-
able evidence in fovor of gold being
present in the sea water off the New
South Wales coast in the proportion ot
about half to one grain per ton, Or. in
round numbers, from 130 to 260 tons of
gold per cubie mile. This, of course,
means an enormous amount for the
whole of the ocean, the cubic contents
of which are put down a.pproxlmately
at 400,000,000 cubic miles, and,
gold be uniformly present at the rate
of one grain per ton, the total amount
would be over 100,000,000,000 tons of
