The Exhibition and One-Man Power
_ Editor World: One-man power is of all
the best, provided the right man be in the
right place, A.tyranny is not a bad form
of government, if the tyrunt be a man
with only the good of his subjects at heart
and sufriciently able and enlightened to
know what is Best for them. Mr. Hill, the
dictator of the Toronto Industrial Exhibi-
tion, has had his own way as much as
any orle man Could in the direction of its
affairs. In matters of general policy the
directors in  meéting assembled may
have settled various questions coming be-
fore thém- from-time to time, It is only
necessaty to wadch these directors on the
groundg. to Come’ to the  conclusion that
their exeécutive dutiés are merely perfunc-
tory, and that théir présence at the’direc-
tors’ luncheon ‘and at other points In the
show are for their own gratification, and
not for the exercise of authority, The re-
eogenized evils. of permanent officialdom,
whether in the civil service, in the admin-
istration. of railways, or even of affairs
spiritual,  are;  however, indisputable.
Change and reform are resisted by per-
manént - officlals, - partly because once In
a groove ‘it is human nature to stay In it,
and partly because 'a change implies some
censure of past management. Permanent
officlals who are up to date and naturally
aggressive’ do not: content themselves with
acting ‘on the defensive, They are here,
there and everywhere to see what is
wrong, what!can be done better and what
should not be dome at all. In the rallway
world it is notorious that nearly all changes
come from the outside. Spectators see most
of the game., At the Toronto Exhibition
the perhaps inevitable trend is towards a
varlety show, Our country cousins come
here to enjoy. themselves.

edifying  feature—the varieties. ‘Whether
this be so or not must largely depend_ on
the patrops of the show, of whom a ma-
jority ought to be trusted to signify ap-
proval or disapproval. So long as Rno
grumbles come from these, it is assumed
that the direetors hold the scales with ex-
pert hands, and néither dip too low nor soar
too high, It “was a very general opinien
this year that the show of horses was
greatly inferior - to that of a dozen years
ago, and that in cattle there was not that
competition which is desirable, though
show herds of the several breeds in highest
estimation were on. hand. In sheep and
pigs no retrograde movement was observy-
able. The general exhibits of live and dead
stock were, In fact, up to the mark, with
the exception of the horses, and this was
partly due, no doubt, to the lack of horses,
caused by an almost total suppression of
the breeding business for the last five or
six years. This operated, of course,. to
the great discouragement of importation,
and so high-class sires are as scarce a8
young stoek, The business is on its legs
again now, and another year will probably
see a great change for the better in this
respect. As to the sport at the Exhibi-
tion, perhaps the less said the better. It
fulfils its mission if it keeps the stand full,
Better might: be out of place. As to exlts
and entrances, and the selling of tickets
at given points in the city, so numerous
are the complaints that the directors may
be counted on to insist on amendments
being made. The manager is in a very try-
fng positfon, and the difficulties he has to
contend with are recognized by everybody.
A busy and distracted man he is for two
or three weeks In every year, 7#nd if he
shows signs of irritability, or is off-hand
in his dealings, it is not to be wonderec at.
What, perhaps, is more remarkable is his
indifference to the suggestions of people
whosgé” opinions are entitled to considera-
tlon, ~With ‘the average Kicker he, o't
course, has no time to contend.
