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TILE NEW MILITARY PROGRAM.
Canada cannot expect to escape tne 

wave of militarism that Is circling round 
the globe. If we wish to keep abreast of 
the times we must follow tne lead of tne 
most progressive nations and place our­
selves In a position to make use of all onr 
available resources In case of trouble. 
Canada has been living In a sort of fool’s 
paradise. While the nation Is endowed in 
a large degree with the military instinct 
we have been playing soldiers rather than 
cultivating a practical and efeç 
tary system. The time has arrived when 
we must go Into the business in earnest. 
We have a duty to perform in protecting 
our own country and In sharing the mili­
tary burdens of the Empire of which we 
form a part. Canada does not seek to 
shirk her responsibility either In regard to 
herself or the Empire. Unless we are 
prepared to assume a share of the expense 
Incidental to the maintenance of the Bri­
tish army and navy, we cannot with any 
degree of self-respect call upon that army 
and navy to assist us In the hour of 
trcnble. And we need not delude ourselves 
with the Idea that we will never encounter 
serious International difficulties. We may 
have trouble on our hands at any moment. 
There may be mining riots In the Yukon to 
put down, or the Hardy gang may go so 
far as to quarter their provincial constables 
Id Osgoode Hall and defy constituted 
authority. In either case a strong federal 
military organization would prove a desir­
able adjunct to our governmental ma­
chinery.

It is quite evident that Major-General 
Hutton’s chief mission to Canada Is to 
bring our military system into closer touch 
with the British War Office. The policy 
which he laid down the other day is 
an emanation from that quarter. No ob­
jection will be raised to his program on 
this score. On the contrary, Canada ought 
to feel grateful to the Mother Country 
for the Interest she Is manifesting In onr 
advancement from a military point of view. 
The experience of the War Office ought to 
prove of no little benefit to Canada In the 
organization and betterment of Its soldiery. 
Major-General Hntton’s first suggestion for 
Improving the militia Involves an Increase 
of the general staff In all the departments, 
the training of this staff In the various 
military manoeuvres, so tfs to make It 
competent to lead, direct and properly 
provision and care for an army as well as 
to mobilize forces as rapidly as possible. 
His first efforts will be chiefly confined to 
the organization and training of an efflclent 
staff. With such a staff the efficiency of 
the rank and file will be greatly enhanced 
from the start, in addition to such a 
staff the country is badly in need of arms 
and equipment.

In addition to Improving and enlarging 
her militia, Canada will also be expected 
to do something towards the creation of a 
naval reserve. Great Britain expends annu­
ally about £3 per ton for the protection 
of her shipping. Canada has about 800,uuu 
tons — registered shipping — and spends 
practically nothing. Canada can well afford 
to do something for training men for the 
naval reserve as well as Improving her land 
forces.

MORE RAILWAY DISCRIMINATION.
A great deal of dissatisfaction exists 

among the exporters at the cattle market 
In reference to the winter export frelgbt 
rates charged by the C.F.K. and ti.T.K. to 
Tort land, Boston and tit. John. It Is 
claimed that the Canadian tariff Is very 
much higher than these roads charge for 
American cattle to the same ports, thus 
handicapping the Canadian trade and play­
ing into the hands of the American ship­
pers. The tariff on export cattle by both 
reads from Chicago to any of the porta 
mentioned Is 25c per 100 lbs., with a re­
bate when the cattle are carried In certain 
cars. The distance from Chicago Is ap­
proximately 1150 miles. The rate from 
Toronto Is 28c per 100, while the distance 
Is from 500 to 650 miles shorter. When 
shipments are made from country stations 
the discrimination against the Canadian 
shipper and farmer becomes outrageous. 
Take Wingbam, for instance, a station 
served by both roads, it Is only MO 
miles from Toronto, yet the export rate 
is, according to the published tariff of 
both roads, 33 cents per cwt, a difference 
of 8e-ln favor of Chicago, or practically a 
dollar per bead on the cattle, while Wing- 
ham is 400 miles nearer the point of des­
tination than Is Chicago. This practically 
applies to all the stations on both roads 
off the main line. *The situation is still 
worse on stations on branch lines cast of 
Toronto. The 38-cent rate Is charged here, 
although the difference In distance must 
be 600 or 700 miles in favor of these 
points as against Chicago. Canadian cattle 
exporters are highly Indignant over this 
unfair discrimination .on the part of the 
railways. They have a Just grievance ana 
one that ought to be remedied forthwith.

THE SUNDAY CAR MUDDLE.
We had fondly hoped that the Sunday 

car question was about to be settled for 
good, that the Legislature, recognizing the 
various Inconsistencies In the law, would 
lay down one general principle and make 
It applicable all over the province. Such, 
however, is not to be the case. The Sun­
day car law is to remain the crazy quilt 
of the statutes. The law Is different for 
every section of the province, 
more clearly proves the rotten statesman­
ship of the Hardy Government than Its 
vacillating and Inconsistent policy on this 
simple question. They can run cars on 
Sunday between St. Catharines and Merrlt- 
ton, but It Is against the law to run them 
from Caledonia to Hamilton. What Is law­
ful In Windsor Is a crime In the suburbs 
of Toronto. Sunday cars run west from 
Hamilton to Dundas, bat the Legislature 
forbids them running north to Caledonia 
from the same city. It Is a crime to run 
a trolley car north, but It becomes an In­
strument of the church when It runs east 
and west. Such Is the chaotic condition 
In which the Government proposes to leave 
the Sunday car question, 
council would have handled the question 
with greater Intelligence.
