Lawyer Raney \Gives the Junction a
Good Pointer on How Com-  °
pany Work the Town

FOR LOCAL TAXES JUSTLY DUE.

C. P, R. Employes Will Go to To-
ronto if They Are Charged
Income Tsxes,

Toronto Junction, Oct. 1.—The monthly
meeting of the Town Council was held
in the Councll Chamber to-night, with
Councillor Armstrong presiding. Mr. W.
E. Raney wrote a letter, in which he very
tersely told some things which .all the
Counell know, but which very few people
outside of those accustomed "to municipal

affairs are acquainted with. His Jetter
was an exposure of the methods adopted
by corporations and large land owners to
fleece the town out of taxes justly due,
by allowing thelr property to go to tax
sale and then sending their agents to buy
it in at less than the tax money and per-
centages added. Mr. Rapey d that all
the property offered for sale wgs worth
the taxes against it, and that a o& conld
easily be put to this sort of thing if a re-
so'ution was passed authorizing some ¢pe
on bebalf of the town to gurchue all pro-
perty which does mot bring taxes. The
Council will partly acqulesce with Mr.
Raney's idea by appoin Councillors An-
derson, Armstrong and the Mayor a com-
mittee to purchase any or all property of-
fered at tax sale on behalf of“the
town, if by them thought advisable.

My, B whose  lotg . were soid for
taxes for about $4, asked to redeem ihem
by paying the town $9. ere was $18
taxes against them when sold, and 519
Brown wanted the town to take 50 pepr
cent. off the amount, as he was not able
to pay the full taxes. The solicitor will
deal with the matter.

A petition was recelved from many C.
P.R. men, complaining that they were as-
sessed for income. ey clalm that the
City of Toronto doesn’t collect an Income
tax from them, and, that many of them
will remove there If the town enforces it.
The assessment department in Toronto §ro-
fesses to collect the tax, indeed, the pro-
vinelal act compels t,and does not permit
municipalities t orefund it, yet it Is sald
the law s not strictly adhered to, and that
many railway men who should rightly j-ay
the tax escape it. An argument was ad-
vanced that, railway men being in othér
towns as much as Toronto Junctjon, this
municipality had no more right to col-
lect the tax than other towns in which
they stay. The City of London adheres
to the Act and taxes them, and for this
reason the conductors, engineers and :ther
movable employes have been transferred
to ' Toronto, Toronto Junction and other
slaces. The men threaten to leave the

unction if the tax Is enforced. The pe-
tition was debated at length, and, out of
policy, will probably be hearkened to, but
it was not finally dealt with, $

Islington. -

Islington, Oct.' 1.—The most Important
communication received by the Etobleoke
Township Cowncll at thelr regular month-
ly meeting to-day was the copy of the or-

er-in-couneil, approved by the Lieutenant-
Governor, confirming the survey made by
P. L. G'bson, P.L.8., of a road running thru
concessions C, B, A and 1, 2, 3 and 4 of
the 'I'ownshjg of Etebicoke. This road was
opened in the year 1829 by the Quarter
Sessioms, a body which, by complying
with the law at the time, had the power
to open roads, but which has since been
superseded by our present munleipal insti-
tutions. The road has never since been
closed up, but farmers along It, each time
they pulled down their fences, encroached
upon the road unti] in some places, in-
stead of being 668 feet in  width, it was
only 20 feet, The fences were 8o zlg-us
that the new survey shows some farms ha
been encroached upon to make the road:
way, whilst others had taken in several
feet of the road. -The last time Mr. George
Pearson put his fence, he put it out
three feet. His nelghbors across the .road
objected, and the ’f‘ownahlp Covnell was
osked to take actlon. AH the monum :nts
were destroyed. The Council ecould not
say where the road should be, so they pe-
titloned the Commissioner of Crown Lands,
who ordered P. L. G'bson to make a sur-
vey. This survey has ben confirmed, »nd
is conclusive upon all parties. As the or-
der says, “It shall not be questioned In
any court whatsoever.” ‘This last part of
the order has caused general| dissatisfac-
tion among the farmers along the road,
who are having a few feet of their farms
taken away from them, and  to-day Mr.
Scott and Mr. Dilworth both ecame before
the ‘Councll with their grievances. Both
these gentlemen bought their farms with
the fences in their present ition, and
thought they had bought the land. It was
their predecessors who encroached on the
road, and Mr. Scott and Mr. Dilworth will
be the losers.

President Loudon Gives

sﬁtcm as Established Several
Body Blows.

HE SHOWS UP ALL TS  DEFECTS.

—

Some of Omission as Well as of Com.
mission~The Beginning of Uni-
versity Comvocation,

All:too seldom does one hear In these days,
when political exigencies call forth either
fulsome eulogy or wholesale condemnation,
an fmpartial eriticism of the educational
system of ‘Ontario, such as was given by
President Loudon last evening by way of
Inaugural address to the convocation to-
day. s

The, paper, for such it was, exhibited a
rare grasp ‘of the ssubject in its most com-
prehensive form, and exposed unsparingly
some of the principal abuses of the system,
nofably the cramming of pupils with stu-
dles far In advance of their years, before
they can be understood, and when at best
they can only be memorized. =
Defects of Ontario’s School System,
“In & calm and impartial manne;, the
president delivered a number of ‘knockout
blows at defects In the system,which would

have done J. P. Whitney good, and which
are recommended to thac gentieman’s per-
usal. - Hon. G. W. Ross was among, the
auditors, and must have learned s few
wholesome truths about the much vaun
Ontario systém for which he ¢laims credit.
As President Loudon epigrammatically :c
served, “No system Is so dead as a pecrfect
system.” -

Encumbered With Dead Wood,

The great' trouble with the Ontario sys-
tem le ihat by encumbering the student in
the primary stages with studies which are
s0 much dead wood,and deferring the study
of other subjects, principaliy languages, the
school course is unduly protracted, so that
the average age for graduating with B.A.
degree is 23l%. In Germany the ayerage
age for obtalning the same standard (tne
B.A. degree) is 19, a striking testimony
to the need for refo
president. Comparison’ was made witn
the German system and several intgresting
details of the course of study given. The
striking difference between their system
and the Ontario system is the much earlier
afe at whle‘ students take up the stude®
of languages, which, as President Loudon
truly remarked, is essentially a study that
tukft time, and, therefore, should be begun
early,

Defects of Omission.

The defects of the Outarlo system were
not only those of commission bhut of omie-
sion. It was, -he sald, a clumsy and up-
natural arrangement, and so long as pupils
were obliged to digest the present ill-assort-
ed mass of studles, so long would the sys-
tem be Impalred. ;

. Extraerdinary Questions. 4

Several of the extraordinary questions
which are asked pupils entering High
Schools were quoted, showi the polyma-
thic nature of the information they are
supposed to possess. Among the questions
was this one: “What is a tragedy?  Whoy
did not .Burns write one?’ This was 100
much for the audience, who roared loud
and long.

Incubus of Examinations,

Asother  factor ' which econtributes ma-
terially to the undue length of the educa-
tional course 1is ‘‘the
tions,” to quote Presidént’ Loudon. Kxami-
pations  he holds to be..a ascessary evil,
to be reduced. to a minumum rather than
multiplied 1o a maximum, .

: Refortid Needed. ;

The summary ‘of his  conclusions was
that reforms must be Mmaugurated in the
preparatory courses., ' Owing to 'defeets tn'
the primary system, the high school ang
university courses.were. devoted largely to
rectltylg’ the mistakes and repairing the
waste time dn the students’ earlier
career. ) & e
Secret of Germdh Success.

One secret of the success of the German
system lay in the 'observance of proporiion
in the arrangement of subjects and time
devoted to the same, so'that the best re-
sults were obtained In the !east possible
time. Under the Ontario system, the In-
tending professionnl man was practically.
debarred from its advantages owing to the
loss of time involved, and this applied also
to students seeking the higher degrees.

Provincial University’s Claim,

In conclusion, the president yealt with
the financial problem, and referred to the
compl on which has arisen from the
claim made bv Queen’s University for fin-
ancial recognition. To admit this claim
would, he sail, e In the end either to set
up several provincial umiversities, when
the province can barely afford to have one,
or to hand over the money of the people to
“irresponsible corporations’’ to be. expend-
ed. ,{;rom either continzeney, he Icoked
confidently to the friends of the Univer-
sity, and its ten thousand alumni, to de-
Uver it.
