Washington, June 10.—Wellmlnary re­

porta of the spring wheat acreage indicate 
a reduction of about 1,21)0,000 acres et 0.4 
per cent. Of the 20 States reporting 10,- 
OOO acres or upwards in spring wheat, 
eight report an increase aggregating about 
84,000 acres, and 12 a decrease amounting 
to about 1,236,000. There la an Increase 
in acreage- of 10 per cent. In New Mexico, 
7 In Nevada, 4 in Arlaona, 8 In Michigan, 
2 In Montana and Utah, and 1 per cent. 
In Wyoming and Washington; wblle in 
Iowa there Is a decrease of 13 per cent., 
Oregon 8, Kansas 7, Wisconsin and Minne­
sota 6, ■ Illinois, Nebraska, Soutn Dakota, 
North Dakota and California 6, Idaho * 
and Colorado 2 per cent.

The average condition or spring wheat 
on June 1 was U2.0 as compared with 87.3 
at the corresponding date last year.

The average condition ot winter wheat 
declined during May #.3 points, tne condi­
tion on June 1 being ST.8, as against 84.1 
on May 1. On June 1, 1800, the condition 
was 82.7.

The total reported acreage In oats is 
smaller than the acreage harvested last 
year by 3.8 per cent.

The average condition of oats is 85.3. 
as against 91.7 on June 1, 1800. The acreage 
reported as on barley Is 1.2 per cent, small­
er than the area harvested last year.

The average condition of barley la 01.0, 
as against 80.2 on Jane 1, 1000.

The acreage under rye shows a reduction 
of 1.9 per cent, from that harvested last 
year. In Pennsylvania the area is report­
ed the same as last year, while In New 
York there is a shrinkage of 4 per cent. 
The average condition of rye la 93.9, as 
compared with 87.0 on June 1, 1900.

*NAVIGATION OPEN.The picnic season Is on, and already 
merry parties, laden down with baskets 
and parcels, are met enroute to the green 
places and pretty watered places that lie 
bo easily within reach of Toronto. In 
this respect our city Is singularly fortun­
ate, for north, east, south and west there 
are the loveliest spots in which to spend 
the holiday or afternoon off, and the coat 
of reaching any of these places Is so small 
as to be within reach of all. Leaving out 
the parks, whose noisy din will always at­
tract certain classes of people, there are 
spots so quiet, so beautiful, so restful, that 
no one, however particular in this regard, 
need be without a day’s outing. Of all the 
places endeared by associations, both ro­
mantic and sentimental, none Is so popular 
as the little Humber, that winds so sweet 
ly between Its high green banks and 
merges into the big blue lake so quietly 
near the railway lines. Here are shady 
spots by the stream’s side, where merry 
groups land to 'lunch under the trees, 
and up and down during the long summer 
days boatfuls of young people glide past, 
while song and laughter waft softly to 
other groups higher up stream, 
under the drooping willows at the sunset 
hoar, or In the witchery of the moon­
light, are moored boats, In which lovers 
sit in charmed silence, “dreaming dreams," 
the same old dreams that have haunted 
lovers from the beginning, and that will 
haunt them till the end of time. A lover's 
lane, Indeed, this serenely gliding Humber, 
with its sheltered nooks and drooping 
trees, its many windings and turnings that 
shut off romantic young people from the 
laughing picnickers, and leave1 them in a 
leafy paradise, where no prosaic thought 
Intrudes. No place here for noisy base­
ball players or hateful crowds, that know 
nothing of the beauty of the silence of 
the woods, broken only by the note of bird 
calling to bird In the leafy green overhead. 
Only the splash of oars, the dip df the 
paddle, and the sounds of humorous speech 
and laughter, coming softened up the 
stream. Who does not know and love this 
happy hunting ground of romantic youth 
that lies so close to the rush and roar and 
din of the city?

An ideal spot for a picnic is as far east 
of the city as the Humber Is west. This 
Is out on the bluffs at Scarboro, where 
the height of the land gives a magnificent 
view of the lake, where the air Is pure and 
delicious, and where there Is absolutely 
no sight or sound of city life. Those who 
love n great unrestricted sweep of sky and 
masses of cloud floating overhead, or 
banked low on the* horizon at the sunse# 
hour, sfiould make Scarboro Bluffs a 
shrine to which to make many pilgrimages 
during the summer months. Words fall to 
do Justice to the quiet and beauty of this 
lonely place. As in a dream one sits or 
moves about, watching the passage of the 
steamers np and down ,the lake, or great 
white-winged yachts drifting by, while the 
ccnslonnl shrill cry of the gulls wheeling 
above the water is the only sound to break 
the expuislte stillness. Below, all Is green 
and fresh, and from the winding walk 
close along the shore floats up the sound 
of children’s voices. Or, if it Is a windy 
day, there is a sound of many waters, 
mingled with the rush and roar of the 
wind in the trees behind. A perfect pl^cç, 
this Scarboro, In cloud or shine.

Away north, on the other hand, all To­
rontonians know picnic spots of great 
beauty In the hollows of the hills that lie 
all about this end of the city. Little dells, 
shut In by great spreading beeches, and 
winding walks leading up to airy heights 
that look out upon a world hitherto un­
known to the casual visitor.^ Indeed, this 
end of the city Is not half well enough 
known to the generality of people—it is ho 
full of historic Interest, too, so full of 
picturesque old associations, so allied to 
the early days of York that It Is fascinat­
ing beyond description. Then have we not 
the Island, cheerful spot, and Long Branch 
and Mlmîco, and half a dozen delightful 
spots and places between these points, 
not to mention the particular nooks and 
corners of the woods and parks which

we keep to ourselves and 
especial delectation?

NIAGARA RIVER LINEBut Another of the Alleged Pitts­
burg Murderer* Acknowledged 

the Crime.
Pittsburg, Pa., June 10.—The trial of 

John and Edward Biddle and Walter Dor­
man, allas R. D. Wilcox, for the murder 
of Grocer Thomas D. Kahney, and Detec­
tive Patrick Fitzgerald, was opened to-day. 
The Biddles entered a plea of not guilty, 
but Dorman created a surprise by pleading 
guilty. The double tragedy for which the 
defendants are held responsible occurred 
on April 12 last. For weeks preceding the 
city had been terrorized by a series of 
burglaries and robberies. Kahney was shot 
down in his home, while standing unarm­
ed in his night clothes, and Fitzgerald 
was killed a few honrs later while at­
tempting to arrest the defendants. The 
wives of Edward Biddle and Walter Dor­
man were arrested at the same time, 
nnd will be tried on charges of receiving 
stolen goods.

The defendants will be tried separately, 
nnd the case of John Biddle was ca’led 
first. It is believed that Dorman will turn 
state's evidence.

cllity that an ordinary meat-eating person 
would with 200 pounds. When the late 
Baron de Lesseps was building the Suez 
Canal, he had to dismiss the meat-eating 
Englishmen, and employ only those who 
were vegetarians, and, in consequence of 
what he saw he became a vegetarian him­
self.

One great objection to a meat diet is 
that animals are quite as subject to dis­
ease as human beings, and the great dif i- 
enlty is protecting ourselves against dis­
eased meat. For example, an animal 
slaughtered In a high state of excitement 
is supposed to lend a poisonous quality to 
meat, and whether this is eradicated or 
not by cooking Is an open question.

Another objection Is that the farmers 
usually eat too much oily matter and use 
too much fat Id their cooking. The majority 
of people take more food than Is 
requisite. That is one of the most com­
mon causes of Indigestion.

The English people are In the habit of 
taking their fourth meal just before going 
to bed, claiming that it produces better 
sleep. Again, there are people who take 
only two meals In a day, and say they get 
much better health, but all active workers 
should have three meals a day. A great 
cause of indigestion is that many people 
ore attracted by dainty pastry when they 
really need no food.

My contention is that the vegetable world 
supplies all that Is necessary In the way of 
food for the physical and mental laborer, 
and Is much plainer and less risky than 
meats.

The great danger among the farmers fs 
from gormandizing. Again, In the matter 
of four meals a day, It is my opinion that 
the Juices of the stomach would be used 
too frequently each day, and before there 
was time for them to be replenished, there 
would not be enough to dissolve the food 
taken Into the stomach.

From a Country Practitioner.
Dr. Sproule, M. P., East Grey, said: I 

have read Mss. J. Rorer’s article entitled 
"Cooking on the Farm,” as reproduced lu 
your paper, from The Ladies’ Hoirie Jour­
nal. With many of her observations and 
conclusions I agree, :but, with some of 
them I disagree. I do not agree with the 
statement that “the widespread ignorance 
regarding the proper preparation of whole­
some food Is probably the root of all pov­
erty and sickness." There are many, very 
many, other causes of poverty arid sick­
ness, where the food supply Is not lb any 
way responsible.

I agree with her regarding the wisdom of 
doing away with feather beds, rag carpets, 
rugs, or carpets of any kind, heavy window 
curtains, wall papers and bed curtains. 
These are all dangerous sources of filth, 
disease and death, most of them recep­
tacles of dust, tilth and germs, which breed 
disease. I fully agree with her in the 
free use of soap and water for cleanliness 
and health, as well as regular bathing of 
the body.
should be well ventilated and the sunshine 
allowed into them freely,for the sun's rays 
are great germ or bacilli destroyers. I 
agree with her that plain food, well cook­
ed. is more conducive to health, strength 
and longevity than the variety and kinds the 
epicure is constantly thirsting after, and. 
even in the plain farmhouses, too, that 
provided for the Inmates is of too great 
variety. The kind and variety of food suit­
able must be governed by the climate, 
whether hot or cold, the season, the nature 
of the work and the age of the Individual. 
For temperate or cold countries, where 
arduous physical labor is the rule, a fair 
supply of animal diet Is necessary to ,-e 
maintenance of strength, nerve and endur­
ance. The lean meats in hot seasons, and 
ones containing more • fat or carbon-pro­
ducing agents, in the colder seasons, with 
vegetables at all seasons of the year, but 
used more freely In summer than In win­
ter: fruit. In any season, If ripe and sound. 
Animal food may safely be used twice a 
day, and with many people, three times u 
day. for different constitutions require dif­
ferent foods.

For outdoor workers, four meals a day, 
or three meals and a lunch, are better than 
the three meals a day. Four hours of con­
secutive labor at a time, and between 
meals, Is quite enough for the strongest, 
and too much for the weak. If labor Is 
continued beyond that time, without Inter­
mission or food, the latent strength of the 
system is being drawn upon inordinately 
towards the last.

Boiling hot foods and warm drinks are 
not the best in hot weather, for too free 
perspiration is the result, and that means 
material destruction of strength, with no 
compensating advantage except the more 
equitable temperature of the body, which 
fs the result of the constant evaporation 
of the perspired fluid. I do not agree with 
the contention that no meats should be 
used in the mornings, and that the heaviest 
meal should be in the evening. To the 
outdoor laborer, as the farmer Is, the 
middle of the day is the time the most 
substantial meal is demanded. A long 
forenoon’s work after a moderately light 
breakfast usually leaves the 
empty, and the appetite voracious, caused 
by the Incessant demand for something to 
build up breaking-down tissue. Then Is the 
time that a heavy meal is needed, for it 
is relished, and the stomach is prepared to 
make away with it. Then, in addition, .a,$ 
long hours of the afternoon, which tell on 
the strength more and more, as each 
eesslve hour passes, demand a 
supply of substantial nourishment to 
tain nature. In the evening,a lighter meal, 
as there. Is less physical labor to provide 
for, and less exercise to work it off, so 
that digestion may be completed and calm 
ness and repose supervene before sleep Is 
entered on, as this is the surest guarantee 
for refreshing slumber.

Thoughtful foresight and provision for 
the next day, or next meal or two ahead, 
might save the housewife many roast!ngs 
over hot stoves or fires she has to endure, 
by cooking enough at one time, and of 
kinds that would keep and be relished, to 
do for two or three meals, besides a great 
saving In fuel as well. Why do we so 
often, when traveling, go to a lunch count­
er and partake of sandwiches, cold meats, 
cold boiled eggs and other dishes, and rel 
ish them, feeling as comfortable after them 
as we would had we been at home and 
partaken of a good hofr meal? Why does 
the laborer or the man going into the 
woods every day, and taking his dinner 
along, content himself with a cold meal at 
dood, tho the same man at home would be 
content with nothing less than a hot meal? 
It Is largely force of habit. The one who 
eats the cold meal at noon endures the 
hardship quite as well as the other, who 
always gets his warm meal at home, and 
lives quite as long also.

It himself would be ln a position, pecuni­
arily, to stand such a strain on his Income 
as would bp imposed by this ample bill >f 
fare.

A Vegetarian Doctor.
Dr. McCausland of Toronto said: In the 

first place, we must bear in mind that 
there is no organ ln the body that Is so 
tolerant of abuse as the stomach, and It is 
an old saying that “One man's meat Is 
another man's poison."

A farmer Is generally very careful In ex­
ercising his reason and common sënse lu 
feeding his stock, but. with regard to him­
self, he allows his instincts to govern him, 
and very often he caters to his palate, 
rather than to what Is most adjustable.
