The government troops
have been defeated in their first encounters
with the rebels, and other uprisings are
taking place in the interior of the coun-
try.

Kingston, Jamaica, Aug. 1.—The British
steamer Texan has arrived here from Colon
and brings confirmation of the reports of
severe fighting near Colon on Sunday and
Monday last. The rebels attacked the gov-
-ernment troops and forced them back.

Washington, Awg. 1.—The - Venezunelan
Charge d'Affaires has received confirmation
of the report that 5000 revolutionists were
defeated in San Cristobal on July 29.
