VIEW OF TRACK OBSCURED,

Peterboro, Dec. 11.—The C.P.R. cross-
ing, near Havelock, where the dis-
tressing accident occurred on Satur-
day night, by which James Rogers
his wife and son Frederick last their
lives, is apparently just the place
to invite disaster to the public. Of
the accident, The Review says: Owing
to the fact that buildings are erected
close to the track, any  view of ap-
proaching trains from the west is ob-
scured, thus making the level crossing
very dangerous for anyone approgch-
ing it from the north. On Saturday
evening Mr. James Rogers, aged about
30 years, a farmer, residing about two
miles from the village, in Belmont
Township; his wife, aged about 40;
his two sons, Walter and Fred, aged
13 and 11 years, and an adopted daugh-
ter, about 9 years of age, were on their
way home from the village. Mr.
Rogers lost control of the horses when
he saw the train approaching, and, as
the bapsleigh crossed the crossing, it

Big Slump in Lake Superior Yester-
day—Further Trouble is Still
Predicted. .

Values at New York and Toronto
underwent a further change Thursday,
and assumed a nearer position to which
ultimately they seem destined. The
Sunday World's financlal articles have
been consistently bearish = for  .three
months past, and followers have no
doubt benefited by the information sup-
plied thru that source. :

Every period of inflation is neces-
sarily followed by one of depression,
and the stock markets are now pass-
ing thru the latter portion of the pro-

position. The prime factor in the turn
was undoubtedly the scarcity of funds,
and the dearth of money is as much
or more pronounced now than at any
time since the first break. Call money
at New York to-day was quoted as
high as 10 per cent., and, locally, 7 per
cent, is llable to become general. Time
money is extremely difficult to pro-
cure, and is held at a figure altogether
at variance with a rising market.
The enormous growth in securities is
doubtless largely responsible for the
money shortage, but to this must be
'added the increasing demands in indus-
trial pursuits. If money which a few
months ago only commanded 3 per
[cent., is now destined to hold at 6 or
"even higher, its relation to stock
values must necessarily be reflected.
As the price of money advances: stocks
I must decline, and the old measure of
even investment values will have to
(undergo . reorganization.

“What do you think of our proposal
to have men peddle the coal around in
carts for the small consumers,” asked
The World.

His Worship replied that at the first
biush the suggestion seemed a splendid
one., It would reach the people, pac-
ticularly as the newspapers would be
glad to announce the routes the carts
would take each day.

“Of course, much would depend upon
the honesty of the drivers selling the
fuel,” remaked His Worship.

“Certainly it would, but it would not
take long to find out If a driver was
dishonest, and then he could be fired,”
suggested The World.

‘“Yes, that’'s so; 1 think some such
method as you suggest could be carried
out successfully. I belleve they do it
in New York.”

Wrong Persoms Getting It.

The World pointed out that the civic
fuel which was brought here for the
ordinary citizen or the poorer classes
was being gobbled up by the people
who have money in the bank. If /a
glance was taken over the lists of the
City Treasurer it would doubtless re-
veal that names are repeated for one-
ton orders. If the city wauld have
token orders for more than a ton the
names would not be repeated on the
| Treasurer’s list for these folks wonld
 have invested in sevéral tons at once.
| As they can’t do that they adopt the
| subterfuge of calling at the Treasurer's
office with a ton order occasionally.
