David Wark Griffith never “shoots 
over their heads"—and he does not aim 
at the lowbrows, either. Throngs went 
to the Majestic yesterday to submit 
themselves again to the spell he 
weaves about his people, the charm of 
love and youth and the eternal triumph 
of happy fate. How many of them 
wanted an answer to “The Greatest 
Thing in Life?" Did they not know? 
Hasn’t the old story been told so often 
that it is almost a bromide, or does 
it never grow old? It doesn’t grow old 
in the Griffith way of telling, for 
Griffith is the poet as well as the 
dramatist of the screen, and the clas­
sic simplicity of his productions is like 
the simplicity of a figure wrought in 
marble so perfectly as to enrapture 
the soul of a peasant or a prince. His 
plays are as perfectly formed and as 
plain as a rose: his people are not 
the mummers, but the sad or happy 
folk of everyday life. Beauty is a girl: 
man is a youth; and humor is a smil­
ing fellow-nature made to brighten 
the earth; and pathos is the baby 
child or the aged

Yesterday 
there were 26 cherubs who had been 
undressed, weighed and charted by 
Miss Bertha Smith, child welfare 
nurse, assisted by Mrs. G. Wilson, who 
had wide experience a year ago, and 
Mrs. Jones, also of the Graduate 
Nurses' Chapter of the I. O. D. E. 
Miss G. Bapty, kindergarten supervisor 
at the Talbot Street School was a 
valuable aide. Principal W. H. Liddi­
coat doing all in his power to make 
the wheels move smoothly.

Sent Out S. O. S.
What could one lone doctor do with 

such a lot of babies? Exactly what he 
did a year ago—sent out an S.O.S.I 
which speedily brought Dr. Lindsay to 
the scene. Under the circumstances| 
two doctors were considerably better 
than one, but it kept them hustling to 
get through between 5 and 6 o’clock.;

A number of mothers had the satis-: 
faction of being told their little ones 
were in practically perfect condition 
physically, and that they would not need 
to bring them back to he weighed and 
examined again for six months. It was 
a significant fact that nearly all these 
“sound physically" children bad been 
at the well baby clinic a year ago. and 
mothers had evidently greatly profited 
by the advice given them.

Salary increases for the public school 
janitors, and John Clements, superin­
tendent of works, and his assistant, 
John Hutchinson, occupied the atten­
tion of Chairman James Gray and 
other members of No. 2 committee of 
the Board of Education at its first 
regular meeting of the year yesterday 
afternoon.

John Clements, who had not sent in 
an application for an increase, but 
who had asked for one for his assis­
tant. was given $200 a year increase, 
making his salary now $1,400. The 
members of the committee were unan­
imously of the opinion that he is well 
worth the salary granted. His assistant 
will be given 28 cents an hour instead 
33 cents, which he now receives. He

Wide Difference.

At present the janitors are getting 
all the way from $16.88 a month to $110 
a month, according to the size of the 
schools. During the summer months 

the lowest salary was $11.88. The jani- 
tors of four of the smaller schools re- 
ceivë $5 a month less during the sum- 
mer months than in the winter. It was 
pointed out that several of the jani- 

tors receiving the smaller wages are 
able to work at other occupations as 
well as taking care of the schools. In 
the larger schools the janitors hire as- 
sistants, whom they have to pay out 

of their own pockets. Up to one year 
ago the salaries of the janitors were 
based on the following schedule: A 
minimum for an eight-roomed school of 
$600, with $50 extra for each room above 
the eight. Last year this was increased 
to $660 and $55. respectively.

Discussion on Amount.
; The janitors had sent a request to 
the committee for an increase, pleading 
1 the high cost of living. Considerable dis- 
cussion arose as to the amount of the! 
increase.

Pencils were busy for half an hour. 
I". Coleridge, A. A. Langford and E. 
Smith. were each working out a separ­
ate solution. E. Smith finally present­
ing a motion giving the 10 per cent 

■increase. J. S. Barnard, a specialist 
on the board in Latin, could think of 
no parallel cases in Caesar, and left 
the problem largely to the mathematic­
al members. He questioned whether 
the 10 per cent increase was sufficient 
for those receiving the smaller salaries. 
On his motion, the Increases were 
given J. Clements and his assistant.

Mrs. A. T. Edwards pointed out that 
in considering the question they allud- 
ed to extra work during the winter 
months, but did not consider the fact 
that during the summer the janitors 
had it easier. It was stated that they 
had no holidays, as during the two 
months when the schools are closed 
they do all their spring cleaning and 
look after the grounds as well. She 
agreed that they deserved an increase 
in salary, however.
