The Russians pushed  on
and seized the heights two miles to
the ‘west of the town. An attempt of
the enemy to retake the lost positions
was defeated. :

The - Austrians used poisonous gas
ibefore making an attack on the pdsi-
tions of the Russians northeast of
Czernowitz. but the advancing force
of the enemy was repulsed by the
Russian fire.

Poisonous gas was also emitted by
the Germans in the Riga sector. A
Russian party enocuntered a body of
German scouts and captured one offi-
cer and 35 men. The rest of the
enemy were killed.
