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HAS PASSED AWAY

Judge of Appellate Division Dead
Xftcr Brief
Iness.

WAS CLEVER JURIST

Man of Much Learning and Sound
Judgment—Formerly M.P,
for W. Huron.

Hon. James T. Garrow, judge of the
appellate division of the Supreme Court
of Ontarfo, died last night after a brief
iliness, at his residence, 49 St. George

street, at the age of 73 years.

is death ‘was unexpected, and the
announcement came as a shock to his
many friends in the city. He had served
in his official capacity as gudgle in the
appoll?te division at Osgoode Hall until
recently.

He was a man of great ability, of

much learning, and his sound judgment
always caused him to render decisions
in court with the utmost fairness. Be-
fore coming to Toronto he had devel-
oped an extensive legal practice at God-
erich, His ability was recognized, as he
many times of late acted as presiding
Justice during the absence of Sir Wm.
| Meredith, Chief Justice of Ontario,
y . The late Mr. Justice Garrow was of
) Beottish ancestry and was born ih the
Village of Chippewa, Ont., in 1843, He
4 was educated at the Goderich High
School, and Osgoode Hall. He was called
to the bar in 1869, and succegsfully prac-
ticed his profession at Goderich for
many yeanrs. In 1885 h¢ was honored by
having the title King’s Counsel conferred
on himr by the Marquis of Lansdowne,
and a similar hovor was bestowed on him
in 1891 by the Oniario Government.

While a resident of Goderich he was
active ir. the municipal affairs of the
town. He served as reeve for several
years, and was warden of Huron for a
lengthened perfod. He was a Liberal
in .politice and represented the riding
of V?’elt Huron in the local house during
the years 1800-1902, and was a minister
without a portfolio in the Ross govern-
ment during the term 1899-1902. .

Since March, 1902, he has been a Judge
for the Supreme Court of Ontarlo, and
in 190¢ he was appointed as a royal com-
raissioner for the revisicn of the statutes
of Ontario. He was likewise appointed
a local judge of the exchequer court fqr
Toronto district in. 1910,
