Of these important events, by far
the most sensational was the revela-
tion concerning Skeffington, which
formed the climax of the fastgrowing
resentment of the Irish neople, at the
continuance of executions in Dublin,
which has already given the govern-
ment pause and induced Premier As-
quith to give an uadertakine that there
will be no more executions pending
the promised parliamentary discussion.

Thus far the courtmartial has dealt
with 79 prisoners, of whom 12 have
alrcady been executed. Five of the
seven signatories of the proclamation
of the Irish Republic have paid the last
penalty, Four rebels have been sen-
tenced to life imprisonment: 21 to 10
years and 42 to lesser terms,

Premier Asquith announced in par-
Hament today that the trials by court-
martial had practically finished. He
hoped that there would be no further
need to proceed with extreme rigor,

While there is considerable differ-
ence of opinion as to whether it is safe
to revoke martial law in Ireland yet,
