TERMINATION OF AGREEMENTS BY THE GOVERNMENT OF
QUEBEC

Question No. 1,649—Mr. Herbert:

1. Has the present Government of Quebec terminated, before its expiration
date and without prior discussion or notification, any agreement with the
government?

2. Will the government consider terminating that part of its language instruc-
tion programme which pays monies to the Government of Quebec for the
teaching of English to children attending English language schools?

3. Will the government introduce in the Province of Quebec at an early date, a
programme to assist the instruction of the French language to English language
students?

Mr. Ralph E. Goodale (Parliamentary Secretary to Presi-
dent of the Privy Council): I am informed by the Departments
of Finance and the Secretary of State as follows: 1. On March
16, the Government of the Province of Quebec terminated the
Memorandum of Agreement with the Government of Canada
relating to the Anti-Inflation Program pursuant to Section 9 of
that Agreement. The Government of Quebec on that date
terminated the provincial act respecting anti-inflation meas-
ures (Chapter 30 of the Statutes of Quebec, 1975) by Order-
in-Council, this being sufficient grounds to cause the Memo-
randum of Agreement to expire. This action followed a deci-
sion of the Government of Quebec, on January 14, 1977, to
accept the resignation of the administrator of the provincial
anti-inflation administration thereby eliminating the mandato-
ry provisions of this administration. This action unilaterally
altered the application of the Memorandum of Agreement
between the governments of Canada and Quebec.

3. Under the present federal-provincial agreement for Bilin-
gualism in Education, the Federal Government makes finan-
cial contributions to all provinces towards the costs of minority
official language education and second official language
instruction. Under the terms of the agreement signed with the
province of Quebec, that province may, at its discretion, use
these funds for the teaching of either official language as a
second language. Also under this federal-provincial agreement,
several projects have been cost-shared by the Quebec and
Federal Governments relative to the teaching of either official
language as a second language. Other Departments and Agen-
cies are not aware that a formal federal-provincial agreement
was terminated.
