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was formed to construct transmission 
lines from Niagara Fails to Toronto for 
the distribution of electric energy. This 
work is well under way, and it is ex­
pected that before another year the 
company will be carrying power from 
Its generating plant at the Fails to 
Toronto. The line is 86 miles long, of 
which U miles are in the County of 
York, as shown in the accompanying 
map. The right of way has been pur­
chased for the whole line, and will be 
*6 feet wide, sufficient to accommodate 
the rails of the proposed Toronto and 
Hamilton Electric Railway Company, 
of which Frederic Nicholls is president, 
as well as carry the power cables.

At the head of St. George-street the 
company is erecting a transforming 
station, and another will be erected on 
Tonge-street, in the north end, to dis­
tribute power to the lines of the To­
ronto Railway Company. From the St. 
George-street station, cable towers have 
been erected as far as Davenport. From 
there the line will run in a northwest­
erly direction thru Toronto Junction to 
Lambton Mills; thence parallel with the 
C P. R. to Islington; thence in a direct 
Hne to a point west of Clarkson ; thence 
parallel to the G. T. ft., to a point north 
of Bronte; thence in a direct line to 
Burlington. The company has secured 
the consent of the Townships of Nel­
son and Saltfleet to run across the 
beach, but it le undecided whether the 
line will follow the beach or pass thru 
Hamilton. From here the line will pro­
ceed to a point near Stony Creek; 
thence up the mountain to the top of 
the escarpment, just behind Grimsby; 
thence In a direct line to Niagara Falls. 
A branch line will be constructed from 
Islington to New Toronto, a distance 
of about S 1-2 miles. The cable towers 
are of steel and look not unlike an or­
dinary windmill, with the exception 
that the base is oblong in shape, and 
not square. The towers will carry tv> 
cables, one of which will be used as a 
reserve cable. The current for use In 
the city will be sent in underground 
tubes to the light and power plant at 
the foot of Scott-street, and the other 
Plant on Teraulay-street.

The map published to-day shows the 
exact location of the line In York 
County. We will print the location of 
the line in Peel In a day or two.

No announcement has been made as 
to when the railway on this right of 
way will be begun. At present it Is 
a power-transmission proposition, with 
a railway to follow. The companies 
are distinct on the surface, but really 
associated Intimately, and In all will 
he the foundation of a big light, 
power, heat and traction merger.
