On the other hand, if the girl elects to 

remain with her husband, after a period 
of aixmt three years-the father has to re­
turn to his tson-in-law the purchase price 
of his bridé, plus one hundred per cent. 
Here is where the speculation on the hus­
band’s part comes in and to illustrate the 
point Mr. Pearson instanced a case which 
came to his notice a few months ago. A 
man of thirty years of age purchased a 
twelve-year-old girl and on being reproach­
ed on the score of her youth, replied that 
he did not want the girl at all. So far as 
he was concerned it was a business deal 
in which he hoped to double his invest­
ment. Mr. Pearson was very strong in 
his denunciation of these practices and 
thought that the government should take 
steps to suppress them, as they undoubt­
edly tended to undermine the moral «and 
physical stamina of the tribes.

The potlatches, with their accompaniment 
of tilth and immorality, are becoming 
more frequent and more prolonged and he 
expressed the belief that if the laws for­
bidding these gatherings are not enforced 
an outbreak,of disease which will decim­
ate the tribes must inevitably occur.

During a debate in the German Reidi- 
stag on two interpellations calling for the 
reform of the- Wine act of 1901, Dr. 
Rosicke, the Agrarian leader, made sur­
prising revelations regarding the system­
atic adulteration, of the Rhine and Mo­
selle wines sent to all parts of Furope. 
Dr. Rosicke stated that the conditions 
prevailing to the German wine trade were 
scandalous almost beyond belief. Although 
the existing law provided for the state 
inspection of wines and a strict super­
vision of all the processes connected 
therewith, practical experience showed 
that the, provisions against adulteration 
were only, theoretical, and that appalling 
falsifications of Rhine and Moselle woes 
took place day by day. During the last 
five years, said Dr. Rosicke, there liad 
been 405 trials of persons accused by the 
public procecutor of adulterating wmes, 
and the aggregate punishments inflicted 
amounted to four years’ and three 
months’ imprisonment in addition tonnes 
of more than $30,000. During 190o no few- 

-er than $70,000 gallons of wine were con­
demned by State inspectors and destroyed 

unfit for public consumption. In one 
it was discovered that a firm of chemical 
manufacturers at Stuttgart sent concoc­
tions for doctoring wine to no fewer than 
231 different firms of wholesale wine mer­
chants in different parts of, Germany, and 
this discovery led to more than 200 con- t
