French Athlete: Wounded

Dunkirk, France, Dec. 80—Jean Cau-
jolle, a famous French international
football player and track athlete who
was mentioned early in the war for a
charge which won him the military
army medal, is in a field hospital with
both legs amputated. The bones were
shatered by a shell.

When Caujolle recovered conscious-
ness and learned- the. extent of his
wounds he dictated a letter to his su-
perior officer, asking that he be sent
back to the front as a typist.

Caujolle was adjudged last year by
several English critics to be the finest
back in Europe.

. Late Senator a Spostsman -

Senator Kirchoffer, who died in Ot-
tawa last week had a keen love of sport
and athletics. He was for years identi-
fied with cricket and football, but his
hunting lodge on Lake Manitoba made
him famous as a sportsman. There he
was in the midst of the finest hunting
grounds for ducks, geese and waterfowl
in the world, It was this invitine field
that the Prince of Wales (now King
George) and his distinguished entourage
visited in 1901, where they bagged about
1,000 ducks in two days’ shooting. He
captained international cricket teams for
Canada on several  occasions, and was
reported to be the best wing shot in
Manitoba in his time.

New Code for Amateurs

An amateur athlete should pay no at-
tention to applause from the grand-
stand, according to a code of ethical
rules laid down by a special committee
of the Athletic Research Society in an-
nual session at Chicago. The rules sav:

“Contestants will not attempt to play
to the grandstand for publicity or ap-
plause. Appreciation from the specta-
tors will be taken for granted and not
acknowledged.

“Opponents will be treated as friends
and honored guests even if they do not
reciprocate. No unfair advantage will
ever be taken of them. Good plays will
be acknowledged. Officials will be con-
sidered as impartial and competent ar-
bitrators. Decisions will be accepted
without dispute,-even when they appar-
ently are unfair. Advantage will not be
taken of lax rule enforcement. Il-feel-

i

manifested even when an official is in-
competent or dishonest.

@Athletic rules will be considered as
mutual agreements between contestants
for the purpose of providing a basis of
honorable competition between gentle-
men. The letter or spirit of the rules
will not more be ignored or evaded than
will, a gentleman’s word of honor.
“Every honest and earnest effort will
be made to win a contest, but a dishon-
orable victory will not be accepted.
“An, amateur will always be loyal to
his team mates in every conceivable en-
deavor and will do his utmost to prove a
worthy representative of his institution
or club.

“A true amateur 'athlete will never
intentionally make any misrepresenta-
tion regarding his eligibility, ability or
intentions, nor will he continue compet-
ing as such after he has ceased to be in
sympathy with the spirit of amateur-
ism. ” ;
William Bell of New York city was
chairman of the committee on ¢thics
which drafted the code.
