That your petitioners view with
alarm the great increase in taxes, and,
in view of the statement made by
one of the responsible members of
your- council, at a recent committee
meeting, that our parish was heading
for bankruptcy, we are of the opinion
that an independ audit of the
books of the parish by an outstand-
ing firm of auditors, should be made
forthwith. In this connection ryour
petitioners direct the attention of your
body to the fact that the present
councillors from Lancaster, had circu-
lated, prior to the last municipal
election (October, 1925) a poster to
which their names were appended,
pledging an audit of the books . and
affairs of the parish.

Your petitioners therefore pray that
your body will. order forthwith, an
audit of the books of the parish and
a full investigation into its financial
affairs, and as in duty bound will
every pray, etc.

MR. JUSTICE BYRNE
GIVES DECISIONS

Judgment in Matters That Were
Before Him in Charlotte

The defence had set up that there had
been no proper consideration but the
note had been given for accommoda-
tion only and that the plaintiff wag
