It was as fol-
lows: !

I beg to report: (1) That in

compliange with the expressed wish
of the cduncil an application was
made in writing on 2nd inst. to the
building inspector for a permit to
repair the building at 96 Charlotte
street, and the application, as was
the case with the preceding ones,
has been refused. *
- (2) That the building inspector,
in refusing to issue the permit, is
continuing to act in direct opposi-
tion to the legal advice given to
him in writing by the city solici-
tor, advice from whom is con-
stantly being accepted by the
members of the council in their
departmental affairs.

(8) That the building inspector
has, by his present action, shown
that he is not a safe man to have
chayge of the inspection of build-
ings. '

My recommendation is that this
report be referred to the Commis-
sioner of Safety with a request to
consider same and to report at the
meeting of the Council in com- ~
mittee on Thursday next.

This recommendation carried and
Commissioner Thornton will report on
the matter. !
