This ver-
sion of the reputed plans has it that
the price to be offered for acceptance is
a grant of full fiscal autonomy to both
sections of Ireland. This would be
coupled, so far as the south is concerned,
with an offer to release the political
prisoners and grant ammesty to Irish re-
publicans generally, including members
of the Irish republican army, and even
men “on the run.”

Negotiations to this end are now pro-
ceeding, it is said, between Lloyd
George and Sir Edward Carson, Ulster
leader in the British parliament, on the
outcome of which depends whether the
plan will be formelly announced.

Other concessions are said to'\be con-
|templated, particularly with regard to
the amount of taxes payable to Great
Britain under the new act.

It is generally understood that the
attempts made by Sir Hamar Green-
wood, chief secretary for Ireland, to se-
cure the nomination of candidates for
the proposed southern parliament have
thus far signally failed. As supporting

forts, it i3 being pointed out that Sir
Hemar, who usually‘is easily approach-
able by the press, has during the last
three weeks, resolutely refused to give
interviews. :
Whether the Sinn Fein would accept
the partition act even with a grant of
the control of the finances, amnesty and
other concessions, is'a question on which
the opinion of students of the situation
is widely divergent. Representatives of
the Sinn Fein have refused to treat the
reported scheme seriously, saying that
until “some concrete, bona fide propos-
als” had actually been made, they would
not waste their time “in speculation.”

during the war and since. The possibil-
ity or restoring, in any degree whatever,
the blasting rule of the Turk by revisiom
of the treaty is incredible.”

Upholding the cause of the people who
recently ousted him, M. Venizelos de-
clared that, although he was no longer
premier or a member of the Greek gov-
ernment, he intended to continue to work
for Greece, “Constantine is a negligible
man of fifty-four, prey to chronic ill-
health,” he said, “and will not sit on the
throne for anything like the span of life
remaining in him.” He concluded by
asserting that the return of Constantine
was sad, but of only internal importance,
and should not influence the Allied policy
-with regard to Turkey.
