The “little entente” composed of
Jugo-Slavia, Czecho-Slovakia and Rou-
mania, threatened to declare war on
Hungary when Charles attempted to re-
sume the throne last March, and should
they repeat this threat after Charles had
been called from Switzerland, the league
would be asked to avert hostilities.
