The bigg«rt ‘still”'ever found in Mon­
treal was broken, up by revenue offic­
ers and city detectives early on Saturday 
morning. No arrests were made, and it 
Is believed, though the plans of the of­
ficers were carefully laid, that In some 
way the information leaked, and those 
who have been operating the whiskey­
making outfit received a warning. It is 
expected, however, that arrests ultimate­
ly will be made.

The officers were right on the heels 
of the offenders, for, wheh they ar­
rived on the scene, they discovered at 
the rear of the shed at 686 Frontenac 
street, where the still was located, a 
horse and waggon partly loaded with 
equipment. Those who were loading the 
stuff apparently were frightened away 
by the approaching men.

It is believed that thousands of quarts 
of whiskey have been made in the ‘still,” 
and sold in various blind pigs, and in 
some licensed saloons in the city as case 
goods, or as well-known brands of 
spirits. The stuff was sold in kegs, and 
the bottling was done on the premises 
of the man who purchased the liquor. 
This end of the case is being followed 
up by the federal officers.
