One cup of sugar and 1-2 cup of butter 

creamed together; 2 eggs beaten very light, 
1-2’ cup of sweet milk, 2 cups of flour, 
and in it put 1 1-2 teaspoons of baking 
powder or 1 teaspoon of cream of tar­
tar and 1-2 teaspoon of soda. Bake in 
two rather deep Washington pie pans.

Cream for Filling:—Two cups of sweet 
milk, 2 eggs, 2-3 cup sugar, 2, tablespoons 
flour and 1 of cornstarch. Put the milk 
into a double boiler or tin pail suspenaed 
in a kettle. Wet the flour and starch 
with cold milk and beat out all lumps. 
Stir this well into the hot milk. Lastly, 
add the eggs well beaten, sugar, a pinch 
of salt and cook a few moments, then 
when thick as desired move from heat 
and when cool flavor with vanilla. When 
the cakes have cooled split them and fill 
with the cream. These pies should be 
made in the morning, to be served for sup­
per, as they should never stand after the 
cream is put in.
