New York, Oct. IT—An amendment 
to the constitution making it impossible 
to change the title page of the prayer 
book or otherwise revise tt without a 
two-thirds vote of both the House of 
Deputies and the House of Bishops was 
overwhelmingly adopted late yesterday 
by the House of Deputies of the Pro­
testant Episcopal church, in triennial 
convention here.

it had been believed was dead so far as 
tiffs convention was concerned, would hf 
brought up in direct form on the floor 
of the House of Deputies before the con­
clusion of the present session.

The. craft 
fell on the main highway leading into 
Johannisthal, its blackened wreck of 
twisted aluminum framework blocking 
the road.

The exact cause of the accident is 
unknown. The dirigible had just left 
Its shed, and had traversed barely a 
quarter of a mile in the direction of 
Berlin.

Spectators suddenly saw a mighty 
pillar of flame shoot from the middle 
of the balloon and the next instant the 
craft was a mass of flame, plunging to 
earth, burying those aboard beneath its 
wonikage.

The “L-II” was the latest and largest 
of the new craft designed for the Ger­
man navy, and was about 500 feet long.

Hundreds of people witnessed the ac­
cident and were appalled when they saw 
the great structure burst into a glaring 
flame, and then fall from a height of 
900 feet, a mass of blazing canvas and 
molten aluminum, across the public 
highway.

Montreal, Oct. 17—Six nuns made a 
sensational escape from the third story 
of a burning school building, at the 
comer of St. Urbain and Bernard streets, 
at three o’clock this morning, when fire 
broke out in the St. George Academy 
for girls.

The fire was early seen by a passerby, 
and the. Sisters were aroused in time 
to make their way to the outer street 
by the interior stairway. Curiously, the 
fire started in connection with the in­

stallation of a fire escape on the north 
side of the building, where workingmen 
bad left a temporary scaffold, and it 
is thought that a brazier had been left 
there wtih live coals in it.

The flames early darted through the 
roof of the building and caused a spec­
tacular sight for several thousand people 
who were aroused from their beds and 
gathered around to watch the firemen 
battle against the flames for an hour. 
The property loss is estimated at $75,- 
000.
