DANGEROUS LEVEL CROSSINGS.

A few weeks ago we published an ar-
ticle calling attention to the dangerous
character of a number of the level cross-
ings about St. John and stated that an

effort onght to be made to protect them

better, or to abolish them. The death
of an unfortunate man yesterday at the

Portland street crossing emphasizes the
necessity of what we then urged upon
the railway authorities, and proves con-
clusively that the present state o
affairs is dangerous to the lives of our
citizens. It does not appear at the time
of writing who was to blame for this un-
toward accident which has destroyed the
life of a useful fellow citizen. There are
conflicting statements as to whether the
bell of the locomotive which caused his
death was ringing or not, but there is no
question as to the dangerous character
of the crossing at that point on Portland
street, where there is a very considerable
amount of traffic. That crossing, danger-
ous ag it is, is not nearly so
bad as several others in the city.
We haye already instanced as a
dangerous crossing the one at Gil-
bert’s lane where the road has really
been converted into a railway yerd,
and where it is so obstructed by cars
that it is almost impossible for any per-
son to see a train, who i8 going out of
the city by Gilbert’s lane. The Bentley
street crossing in Portland is also an
extremely dangerous one, and the cross-
ing at Long wharf is by no means free
from danger. These crossings ought
in some way to be better guard-
ed than they are. There cer-
tainly ought t> be gates at the
Gilbert’s lane crossing and a signalman
to give warning of the approach ofa
train. The Portland street crossing also
ought to be similarly guarded, the small
expense of such protection being as
nothing in comparison with the loss of
lives, that may be involved in the
absence of these precautions.
We think the time is not far distant
when the people of St. John
will insist on the grade of the raid
way being changed so that no crossing
within its bounds, or at all events within
the settled part of it, shall be a level
crossing. But in the meantime the least
the railway authorities can do is to pro-
vide gates and signalmen at those streets
where the traffic is large. Had such pre-
cautions been used yesterday, Hugh Cam-
eron would not have lost his life, and his
wife would not be today a widow. The
running of railway trains across the
streets in that reckless fashion is some-
thing that will not be tolerated in this
community.

The
resolution was sent before the ministers,
who received it with great indignation,
saying that it was not based on facts and
should not be entered on the minutes.
Rev. Dr. Sutherland said it must result
in much mischief in the near future.
Mr. Tait was again asked to explain and
he repeated what he said to the laymen.
It was sent back again to the lay dele-
gates, who were asked to consider a reso-
lution to the effect that Mr. Tait did not
mean what he said and expressing un-
qualified faith in the ministers. Several
laymen declare that the weeti..z was il-
legal and that no one but Mr. Tait was
responsible.  An amendment to this ef-
fect prevailed, accepting Mr. Tait'’s ex-
planation that he wished to cast no re-
flection on the ministers.

PARIS CHILD SLAVES.

The Juvenile Beggar Bureaus Likely to
Be Abolished.
Last year a society was organized in
Paris to prevent the trade in children a-
mong professional beggars. In the first
report, just published, the secretary of
the society has catalogued a varied lot
of Parisian institutions which are occu-
pied exclusively with the employment
of little boys and girls in street beggary.
Several saloon-keepers and proprietors of
small cafes, the reportsays, have long
had a bureau in the Rue Marcadet for
the employment of young girls as flower
pedlers.
The ages of thegirls range between
eight and eleven years. They are let to
the bureau for the day by their parents.
They are sent out on the boulevards in
small squads, and are expected to return
at night with at least three francs each
clear profit on their sales. Children
whose receipts fall below the average are
sent back to their parents without wages
for their day’s work. The bureau em-
ploys now about 120 girls.
Another bureau, situated near the Pan-
theon, hires girls between ten and four-
teen years to play musical instruments
in the low resorts of thecity. The girls
are usually taught to strum on a violin
or harp in the bureau’s quarters during
the afternoon, and from 9 to 2 o’clock at
night are kept on the run from dive fo
dive.
At 2 o’clock the children return to the
bureau and are taken home by their
guardians or parents. - Each child earns
about seven francs in an evening, and re-
ceives three francs wages. This musical
bureau has sixty children at its disposal
most of the time.
A third bureau deals in boys between
eight and twelve years. The little fel-
lows do ordinary begging and collect ci-
gar butts. At dark the boys hand in the
money and the refuse tobacco they have
got together during the day.
Four hours every evening the young
vagrants are kept busy cutting, tearing,
and sorting cigar ends. They earnabout
one franc each daily, and are expected to
net their employers about twice that a-
mount. At present 150 boys work for
the hureau.
The most reprehensible bureau of
which the society received information
makes a business of hiring babies in
arms and sending them out into the
streets with women beggars. Whatever
the weather or temperature, the little
c:eatures are exposed by the women in
charge of them on the street corners,
doorsteps, and bridges.
