Once there were those, and
such there may be yet, though it seems
as if the dreams of the young were no
longer the dreams of many years ago,
who saw in every woodland “hummock”
a red man’s grave, for those who walk
the world are but a handful to the tribes
that slumber in its bosom, and whose
hearts went up in thankfulness that
Nature should be so mindful of those
whom by the world had been so long
forgotten. In spring how alert are the
.| grasses to come creeping along the gray
water courses and the brown and verdure-
less hills, the leaves to swell on the
branches that seemed shrunken and dead
and the birds to return to their deserted
haunts. Though men talk of untoward
and backward Springs, for a hundred
years such a mishap has never been
known. The season comes with the
regularity of clock-work, with unvarying
promise and unvarying fulfillment. And
as Spring goes Summer comes, followed
by the season of garnered frnits and
grains, and then Nature spreads over the
gray landscape her coverlidof snow just
as over the fallen tree, the riven rock or
the di d she bids the
grass go creeping and the mosses to
spring up in miniature forests. Thusit is
seen that while Nature is.ever active in
hiding her scars, in repairing the ravages
of unf¥iendly elements or forces, she
vifies the dead and has no- occasion
for the use of new material. No less
beautiful in painting, in poetry,in the
cultivated eye, is the season of snow than
the season of green leaves. And mo less
necessary is it for the furtherance of
those processes by which the yonth of
the world is annually renewed. In the
budding, blooming, fruitage, repose and
death of the tenants of the woods and
fields and from the fall of the snow the
moralist might find many a lesson.

OUR PUBLIC DEBT.

‘We referred the other day to the debt
of Cansda, which is now in process -of
being reduced—by the surplus which
the finance minister i8 annu-
ally able to show, buf’ which neces-
sarily must remain at a high figure for
some time to come. We then expressed
the belief that the statement of the fin:
ance minister that it was the polivy of
the govetament to ~reduce ‘the
deébt, or at all events not to let
it exceed its present figure, would be
carried out. Thisis a course whichis
required in the interests of the Domin-
ion and which is also proper at tbe pres-
ent time, because the objects for which
Canada has to a large extent, incurred |
its indebtedness are for the most part
satisfieds - The debt of Canada is not like
the debt the United States struggled
under some years ago, the result
of a dreadful war, which sacrificed
the lives of hundreds of human beings
and destroyed an incalculable amount of
property. The debt of Canada was in-
curred for works in the public interest,
which although they may not all be im-
mediately productive, are of great im-
portance, and which in time inure to
the benefit of the whelé conntry. We
have built with our expenditures the
Intercolonial railway, which cements the
Maritime Provinces with the original
provinces of Capada. We have cons
struétéd the Canadian Pacific railway,
which opens up a vast area of new ter-
ritory in the Northwest and makes a
highway through Canadian territory to
the Pacific. 'Wehave enlarged and deep-
ened the canals and made them more fit
for that Jarge traffic which now comes to
them. We have subsidized numerous
