MARF SUFFRAGETTES
SENT-TO PRISON

Lady Constance Lytton  and
Lady” Sybel Smith Given
Two Weeks ‘in Jalil

London, Nov. 25.—Lady Constance
Liytton and Lady Sybil Smith, both
leader in the suffragette movement,
were sentenced, at Bow Street police
court, to a fortnight in jail for smash-
ing windows during the demonstra-
tions last Tuesday. Mrs. Mary Leigh,
who has been, as deseribed by the
police as the most troublesome of the
suffragettes, was  sentenced to 'two
months 4in ‘jail and if she were again
convicted, she would be sentenced to
hard labor. The r'emaining 13 casés
were put over 1o next Monday.

In the police court on Thursday Mrs.
Kathleen Robwell, who had broken a
glass window on the Strand,
managed to make a brief speech in
spite of the protests of the magistrate.

“It is out of my great love. for
humanity and particularly te my devo-
tion to women and children.that I-do
this,” she said.  “Sex disqualification
is the root of soecial evils and I am
prepared to do. anything the militant
brancn of suffragettes dietates in an
effort to gain votes for women.”

The new
méetal, which Mr. French has named
Canadium, in honor of the country in
which {ts discovery has been made, ex-
{sty 1n-large quartities and is expected
to prove ‘of high commercial value ow-
ing to its unique properties and to the
fact that for a period at least; the sup-
ply “avatldble for the 'world’s market
will’ be comparatlvely small, :
