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WATER PLAN IS
APPROVED OF

0AK BAY CITIZENS
ENDORSE PROPOSAL

Public Meeting Discussed the
Question of Getting

Supply.

A representative meeting of rate-
payers of the municipality of Oak Bay,
turned out on Monday to discuss the
water by-law, which the council has al-
ready passed. After the measure had
heen clearly explained by Councillor
Oliver and other members of the coun-
il a vote of confidence in the council
was passed and the meeting with only
one dissentient pledged itself to sup-
port the by-law.

Reeve Henderson took the chair in
the council chamber promptly at 8
o'¢lock and all the aldermen were pre-
sent. In opening the proceedings the
reeve said that for some time past they
had been impressing upon the city the
necessity of granting the municipality
, suitable ‘water supply and it was now
in order to make arrangements for its
distribution. A numhber of .difféerent
schemes had been propounded but ‘had
been found impracticable. As Council=-
lor Oliver had taken a leading part in

Il tile arrangements and he ‘was also
chairman of the water committee he
would call on him 'to explain the by-
law which they had adopted.

Councillor Oliver in opening, stated,
that the -eity had formerly supplied
the municipality'with water as a favof.
Now they were getting it as a right,
but it was to be supplied to them in
bhulk. As soon. as .the ecity could instal
the meters they weuld want to com-
mence under the new arrangements.
Part of the new arrangement was how-
ever that the municipality should ar-
range for/it@ own distribution,

A number of redistribution schemes
had been discussed and these which
seemed the fairest were found to be
beyond their powers under the muni-
cipal law. The council under the advice
of their solicitors had finailly come to
the conclusion that there weére only
two ways. in. which they could do the
work and-that was geither under the
local improvement system of by rais-
ing all the money from general revenue.
The former of these plans was im-
practicable because some streets re-
quired big twelvé inch maing whereas
on others four inch main was sufficient.
The law, would not allow of any joint
arrgngement. It must be all loca] im-
provement or all general fevenue so
there was nothing for it but to give up
the local improvement plan and adopt
the other. ;

Amdinstence-of-the-injuséice.which, the
local improvement plan would involve
was fllustroted on . Oak Bay aveniie.
There. the people. already had a. four
inch- main. This would at once hawve to
be changed to a twelve inch main but
it would be ridiculousg to. expect the
people living on Oak Bay avenue to pay
al] the vost of the change when at the
end they would be no better off than
they were at present. The loea) im-
provement plan had been abandoned
for the present until legislation could
be secured which would give them
powers. to “'work under- an equitabla
system, o) -

In the by-laws which they had pas-
sed and which would be submitted to
the rate-payers it was found necessary
to cite the amount of income which
they woild  receive from the rentals
during the coming year and according
to the municipal .law they could only
borrow such a sum as these rentals
would pay four per cent interest on.
The result was that instead of borrow=-
ing $50,000 as at first intended they now
had to reduce their loan to $30,000. Most
of the interest and sinking fund would
be pafi from the water rates which
would rémain. as at present, and th®
balance would- comeé from the general
revenue,

The whole question narrowed itself
down to this, Adopt the by-law which
they had prepared or do without water.
Later they may be able to amend it
if they get the power, but there was
nothing else to 'be done at present. The
genera] ratepayers, were protected in
the amount which it ‘'was legal for them
to borrow. When this was spent they
could not borrow more until their ren-
tals increased sufficient to pay the in-
lerest of four peér cent on the next
amount. If they wanted water they
must vote for the by-law.

Councillor McGregor said he saw ob-
Jections in the by-law, but these objec-
tions were nothing compared with the
damage - the municipality would suffer
if they waited for another year with-
out going ahead with the work. Before
next year he expected they would be
able «to. borrow under different condi-
tions. He thought it right that those
who wanted water should pay part of
the cost of installing. If this was done
the cost to the consumers would be re-
duced. He joined with councillor Oliver
in asking them to vote for the by-law.

J. J. Shallcross asked if the contract
Wwith the ecity would commence as soon
as the by-law- passed. He recognized
the obligation they owed to the reeve
and councillors for the faithful work
they had done but he wanted every-
tingthing made clear. It was his opin-
on that if this by-law passed the
thing made clear.

Councillor Pemberton said that he was
absolutely opposed tothe by-law but
he would support it because they ¢ould
do no ‘better. If they did not act now
the matter would. be shelved for an-
other year. He hoped they would secure
changes to the Jaw so that they could
adopt'a different system next year.

Councillor McGregor explained that
the couneil would approac¢h the Gov-
ernmeént before the law was put before
the people and find out what were the
prospects of securing amendments to
the municipal law at the next session.

A vote of confidence wag then pa_ssed
in the council and the meeting pledged
itself to support the by-law.

MENELIK AND
WITCH DOCTORS

EXPERIMENTS OF QUACKS
MAY PROVE DISASTROUS

Emperor’s Attendants Persuade
Him to Disregard Advice
of Physicians.

R

London, Apjril 27.<Emperor Menelik
of Abyssinia is in greater danger from
his alleged physiciang than from the
complication of diseases of which he is
a victim, according to mail advices
from the British Jegation in Abyssinia,
containing the first trustworthy news
that has been given to thé world in a
month concerning the aged African
monarch’s condition,

So far as actual disedse is ¢oncérned
it is stated on the authority of the
medical officer of the legation, the Em-
peror may live another decade. To the
treatment of skilled physiciang who o¢-
casionally visit him he responds read-
ily. His political advisors and personadl
attendants are so suspiclous of the
physicians, however, that they are conh-
stantly persuading him to disregard
sound medica] advice for that of Ori-
'ntal quacks and African witch doe-

s, whose experiments have more
han once reduced him almost te tn
onint of death. Menelik is sald to *
extremely susceptible to the effect o
medical aid though it is a fact that his
tremendous constitution is undoubted-
Iy breaking down under the strain of
years of overwork. The legation phy-
sician considered the Emperor’s trou-
ble more mental than physical, his
memory having been greatly incapaei-
tated and his powers of concentration
almost completely shattered. From the
last stroké of paralysis he suffered last
July the doctor says he has entirely
recovered. -

The legation officials ¢onsider it cer-
tain that the Emperor will be sucteeded
despite the opposition of the présent
Empress by Prince Lidj Byasd, a son
of a daughter of Menelik's first wife
and of Rah Michael, one of the most
powerful men in Abyssinia.
