URGE FULL INQUIRY.

Resolution Regarding Irregular Insu»
ance Prastice. Before Executive
of Underwriters.

Hartford, Conn., Sept. 20.—Prior to the
opening of the second day’s session of the
National Association ¢f Life Under-
writers to-day, there was much informal
discussion among the delegates over the
probable action of the executive commit-
tee jn regard to a reSolution calling for
the condemnation of irregular insurance
practices and punishment of guilty par-
ties. This resolution, which was_intro-
duced by J. J. Raleigh, .of St. Louis;
aroused a flutter of excitement ameng
the delegates, and it was referred to the
executive committee only after: various
objec ns had been made and amend-
ments offered. It read as follows:

“Whereas the public press, official
committees, life insurance departments
and executive inquiries have disclosed
m+thods and practices in the manage:

ment of some life insurance companies’

which, if not eriminal . in their method,
appear to be grossly irregular, and in
violation of the principles of trust in-
volved, and that:

“Whereas the disclosures threaten to
create in the minds of uniformed suspi-
cions regarding the integrity of the man-
agement of all life insurance eompanies,
and to bring business mto genera! dis-
requte;

“Resolved by the National A:socm.—
tion of Life Underwriters in'convention,
that we, the memnibers of the association
who have heen chiefly instrumental in
inspiring confidence in- the minds ' of
policy-holders, and in ‘ building wup the
magnificent structure of life insurance,
owe it- to ourselves and this association
and those who have confidence in' us, to
oppose those influences which would tear
it down, to demand that if crimes have
been committed the criminals should be
punished, and those who have violated
their trust should be deprived of their
trusteeship.. We urge and insist that we
are not’ willing to support in the field

‘misconduct in. the home offices. We op-

pose concealment or evasion, and demand
such publicity as will lead to a correec-
tion: of abuses wherever they may be
found.”

PREPARING FOR WORK

Steamer Garonne Among Vessels Char-
tered to .Carry Russian Prisoners
to Their Homes

Tokio,  Sept. :21.—A powerful.: pump
has arrived, at. Sasebo from Port Arthur
to be used in floating the battleship
Mikasa,  Admiral Togo’s flagship, which
was recently \sunk with great loss of
life. It is expected to refloat the Mi-
kasa withip -three months.

Admiral Decorated.

Seoul,  Sepf. 21.—Admiral Arai, who
refloated the Russian protected cruiser
Variag, was given an audience by the
Emperor and decorated before he sailed
for Japan on Tuesday last.

the Japanese battleship Mikasa sunk in
the harbor at Sasebo.

The ‘Russian cruiser Variag was sunk
by the Japanese fleet at Chemulpo on
February 9, 1904. The Russian cruiser
Korietz was sunk at the same time.

To Carry Prisoners.

* Odessa, Sepi. 21.—The governmént has
chartered the American steamer Ga-
ronne whieh, with the Angora and the
volunteer fleet steamers. St. Petersburg,
Kostruma and Nizhni Novgorod, will
start for Japam soon to repatriate the
Russian prisoners.

CHAMBERLAIN’S POLICY.
THE IMPORTANT QUESTION

Colonial Prefererce Will Be One of Is
sues at the Next General
Election

New: York, Sept. 21.—In discussing the
political coiiditions prevalent in Great
Britain, Sir Gilbert Parker, member of
parliament, who is now in this city, said
last night that the most.important ques-
tion is- Joseph' Chamberlain’s policy of
preferential tariff.

“We have taken a small leaf out of a
large American book,” he went on to
say. “I hardly think the question will
be settled at the next election. Just as
it would be impossible to convert the
United States to the free trade in the
three years, so I don’t anticipate it will
be possible to convert Great Britain to
the policy of Imperial reciprocity and of
tariff reform in the same space of time.
The most important parts of the policy
of the Conservative party to which I be-
long is tarif reform, and the most im-
portant part of tariff reform is colonial
preference, That is, in effect, what my
party will urge when it goes to the coun-
try again and afterward. Preference
especially must be given to Canadian
wheat. Twenty years from now I be-
lieve that America will export no wheat.
She will need it all for herself. In the
meantime we must build up a trade with
Canada by artificial means.

“They will not affect the relations be-
tween America and England. Any pre-
ference we zive to Canada will be re-
cognized by all good Americans as pure-
iy legitimate. Americans have a great
respect for people who, like themselves,
are able to do good business for them-
selves.

“It is an actual fact, that the moment
that,England adopts a defensive tariff
the beginning of international reciprocity
will be at hand, and not until then. Busi-
ness is @ blosdless war, if you will, but
it is a war, and peace can only be at-
tained when one nation is strong enough
to compete with anoiher by the use of
equivalet weapons.

“There never was a fime in the hzstory
of the two countries when the pro-Am-
erican feeling was so strong as it is at
the present in England. It is a great
and absolute admiration” for American
energy, power and intellect. The day
of jealousy on the part of England has
gone for ever.”

Sir Gilbert declared annexation is a
dead issu€ in Canada.

Refugees—Appeal for. Troops.

Tiflis, Sept. 18.—Gen. Shrinkin, command-
er of the troops, to-day received a telegram
from the officlals of the copper: works at
Elzabethpol requesting him to send Cos-
sacks to that district. The telegram sayw
that the district is surrounded by bands of
Tartars and that property and the lives of
the employees are in imminent danger. Five
wagons filled with Armenjan refugees from
Shusha-were attacked by Tartars. Most of
the refugees were killed and the women
were carried off. Similar outrages are oc-
curring in various districts.
