LONDON, March 8.~In introducing
the army estimates today Mr, Brod-
erick said the war office proposals con-
template the ability to send abroad
three army corps with a division of
cavalry, in aill .120,000 men, besides &
sufficient force for home defenges. It
is proposed to divide the counfyy in-
to three districts, with a regular army
conps each at Aldershot, Salisbury and
in Ireland. There must be more and
heavier artillery, better transports and |
more musketrv ' drnill,  Three arm:
corps, to include sixty battalions  of
militla and volunteers, will be stas
tioned at Colchester, York and Edin<
burgh, The government, in addition,
proposed to raise eight battalions, foif
garrison duty, from men about to en-
ter the reserve to establish a reserve
militia and raise a force of 35,000 yeo~
manry to be armed with short rifies
and bayonets. The net addition to
the army, under this scheme, would
be 126,500 men, at a cost of £2,000,000
and 40,000 additional trained volun-
teers.

Dr. Brodrick préposes to arm the
volunteer and militia artillery with
field and position guns of modern pat:
tern, to rajse five more Indian = bat-
talions for garrison duty, and to trahe-
fer the garrisoning of coaling stations
to the admiralty. He will not increase
the pay of the soldiers, but will devote
more time to manoeuvres and less to
barrack square drills. TUnder the new
scheme the army for home defence will
consist of 155,000 regulars, 100,000 re-
serves, 150,000 militia, 25,000 yeomanry
and 25000 volunteers. On the advice
of Lord Roberts, commanders of army
corps will be appointed for three yeaps
only instead of five, so that he may he
@able to replace them if they prove ing
efficient. ¢

Mr. Broderick emphasized the detep-
mination of the war office that on
officers proved to be fit to command
war time should have these appoints
m(nts. He said: “We intend to delés
gate to these commandens a large ame
ount of the authority now exercised
by the war office. I believe this dele=
gation of authority is the only means
whereby we can-redeem our military
system. - All the forces of ‘good na-
ture, all the  forces -of- prejudice, 'ail
the pressure which can be exerted will
be exerted to Induce us to appoint of-
ficers to commands for which they are
unfit, but against whom no fault can
be proved. I will not come to the
‘house to ask for these large estimates
for an efficient army, and then be made
for the sake of peace and quietness,
to put these troops under the com-
mand of inefficient officers.”

LONDON, March 9.—Judging from
the editorials this morning the coun-
try will view the reforms with the
greatest satisfaction. The general be-
lief ia that they are so thorough and
far reaching as to betray the hand of
Lord Roberts rather than Dr, Brodr-
ick. Some of the papers consider the
changes hardly sweeping enough, and
are disappointed that there is no in-
crease in the pay of the soldiers. Most
of them, however, recognize that the
difficulties of the exchequer had to
be considered. .

NEW YORK, March 9.—Comment-
ing on Mr. Brodrick’s speech in house
of commons on army affairs, the Lon-
don correspondent of the Tribune says:

“There was a tone of utter hopeless-
ness in the speech of the war minister,
who was committed by the declara-
tions of the government at the last
general election to comprehensive
measures of military reform. He com-
plained that army reform had never
been popular, and confessed that he
lacked faith in the volunteer system,
yet was compelled to do what he could
to avoid conscription for which the
nation was not prepared. His scheme
of military reform involved various
expedients and half measures for
rendering an overworked army more
flexible and efficient. Tt was distinct-
ly disappointing and excited little en-
thusiasm. He has clearly been coach-
ed by military advisors who were not
convinced that radical reforms were
requisite.”

HORRIBLE HAZING

Savage: Treatment ofa Cadet | .

at West Point, '

and Go Home With Health
Seriously Impaired.

NEW YORK, March 9.-~According
to a Boston special to the Press, an-
other victim of hazing at West*Point
ihas been discovered through ' the re-
signation of Frederic Kensel as a ca-
det in the United States Military aca-
demy. Kensel will return to His home
in West Somerville, @& suburb of Bos-
ton. The reason givén publicly for
Kensel's resignation is falling eye-
sight, but from the family this hak
been tearned:

Kensel entered West Point on June
18 of last year. Barly in July he was
in the hospital on account of trouble
with his eyes. He never had had dif-
ficulty with his eyes prior to entering
the academy. While standing on his
head in a tent, which was the rule for
“Plebs” whenever an upper class man
entered, he was kicked in the right
eye, possibly accidentally, by an upper
class man, and was sent to the hospit-
al. Kensel was not serlously injured,
and was soon able to leave the hos-
pital. )

Soon after, while attempting to swal-
low a teaspoonful of tabasco sauce, he
choked end it epilled over his hand-
kerchief. He was blindfolded with the
same handkerchief afterwards, and
the sauce got into his eyes. This com-
pelled him to return again to the
hospital. About 'August 12 he was
taken off the sick list, his eyes having
recovered.

Three days afterwards he again was
in the hospital, as the report shows,
with ‘‘stomach trouble?’ He had been
compelled to eat a great quantity of
rice, a couple of bolled cabbages, six-
ty-three prunes, and had also been
compelled to do 150 “BEagles.”” ‘This
drove thim into convulsions, and a pll-
low or blanket- was placed over hid
face so that hi$ cries could not be
heard. ;

As a result of this treatment the
farily believes the physical condition
of Kense] has . been much impaired.
On account of his. phyeleal condition
and tha trouble with his eyes,’ which
necessitated an operation, he "never
again was able to do'his full duty in
the academy and he had to resign.
