THREATENED
BY FLOODS.

Serious Conditions in Penn-
sylvania Cities in Danger.

Water in Rivers Rising a Foot an
Hour — Great Destruection
; Inevitable.

A

PITTSBURG, Pa., Jan. 22.— The
worst flood in the history of western
Pennsylvania since the establishment
of the weather bureau at this point is
expected here tonight. Never before
have the existing conditions and the
outlook been so serious as pow.

Experienced river men and people
who for years have watched river and
weather conditions, tonight did not
hesitate to state that a stage of thirty-
five feet would be reached, which is 1.7
fat higher than the flood of 1884.

PITTSBURG, Jan. 22 —Forecaster
Ridgeway has received a telegram
stating that the ice gorge at Freeport,
forty miles north of the this city on
the Allegheny river staried with a ~ush
early today. It is expected to reach
this city about: ten o’clock. The
weather conilinues warm and every-
thing indicates one of the worst floods
in the city’s history. The police de-
partment has patrols out warning the
gesidents and business houses in the
threatened district. The largest ice
gorge in years at Springdale, sixteen
miles north of ths city on the Alle-
gheny river began to move at 7.45 and
is causing great excitement and appre-
hension. Flat boats along the river-
side were caught and crushed. So far
no damage has been done to the Spring-
dale dam and it was thought by ex-
perienced observers that the water
was too high for any damage to be
wrought.

Reports received by the weather bur-
eau up to ten o’clock indicates a gen-
eral break-up in the rivers. The ice
gorges are letting go at different points
and the water is rising with the head-
waters of both rivers. The weather is
mild and rain is reported from all sec-
tions of western Pennsylvania. All
conditions favor a great flood, but it
will probably be latz this. afternoon
before any definite report on the state
of the water can be made. At this
point the rivers are rising at the rate
of nearly a foot an hour with the Alle-
gheny marlks registering twelve feet

A Greensboro, Pa., despatch states
that the ice broke in the Cheat River
at 8.30 a. m. and is coming out with
thirty feet of water back of it.

Trade Conditionis in Canada and
United States Looking Up—
Coal Troubles Threatened,

NEW YORK, Jan, 22.—Special tele-
grams from correspondents of the Ine
ternational Mercantile Ageney respect=
ing the state of trade throughoui the
United States and Canada are sum-
marized as follows:

The most encouraging developments
of the.week are the widening demand
for all forms of iron and steel at Pitts-
burg and Chicago, with increased con-
fidence that boltom prices have been
reached. Other features are the fad-
ing of war prospects, a real plethora
of money at New York and western
centres and the - highest prices for
wheat since 1898, due to increased mill-
ing demand for home and foreign re-
quirements and a greatly oversold May
option at Chicago. Other advances in
prices were: Oats, prints, cloths, cot-
ton, coffee, leather, hides, tin and cop-
per with partial reaclions in the last
two.

Silk piece goods are in better des
mand, prices are hardening, convert-
ers are buying with more freedom,
Boston’s wool shipments exceed those
of a year ago. Shoes and leather are
firm at advances.

Most important industrial negotia~
tions are about to be begun at Indian-
apolis. The Miners’ Union want 10
per cent. higher wages for picked coal
and more than that for machine min-
ed. Bituminous operators in four
states want a reduction. John Mit-
chell says he is hopeful that an ami-
cable settlement will be reached.
the week has been quiet, as the severe
weather has checked sales in the coyn-
try districts and made collections low-
er. Two or three large failures have
disturbed the dry geeds trade some-
what. Cotton goods continue firm,
and the tone of the woollen trade is
improved. Spring orders in men’s
and women’s furnishing goods are
brisk.

VIENNA, Jan. 21.—King - Peter, of
Servia, according to a report from Cet-

THE CITY AND THE C. P.
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Terms of Agreement Upon Whikc‘hv New

/

Ald. McGoldrick expressed himself,
this morning as being quite confident
tkat/ the city will, within forty-eight
hours, be in g position to call for ten-
ders for the bullding of the new
wharves on the west side. Ald. Mc-
Goldrick believes that official informa-
tion will ke received frem the govern~
ment not later than tomeorrow, and
that his informatien will be entirely
satisfactory to the city, as it will re~
late to the completion of the whole work
and will include towage as well as
dredging,. This opinjon is based on
private despatches preceived by Ald.
McGeldrick from Ottawa, but which
he does not feel at liberty to make
public.

Michael Connolly, of Montreal, who
is in the city, thinks the government
has no dredge available which could
do the required woark. The New
Dominion is able for only some of it,
but a deep water dredge would be
necessary and although there is now
one building for the government at
Sorel, this will not beready: for &
year.

Ald, McGoldrick, on the other hand,
is certain that a suitable dredge could

be secured within six or eight weeks.

The Connolly dredge could be brought
here.
W. J. MeCordick, superintendent of

dredges, says that the New Dominion, '

under faverable conditions, can put
out five hundred yards of material a
day, and should get oonsiderable sur-
face dredging done before spring, by
which time other larger dredges can be
brought here.

Shculd it happen that the govern-
ment will undertake to de all the
dredging ebout which matter there
seems to be  at present considerable
doubt, the city would be able to carry
through the argeement which has for
some time been under discusgion with
the C. P. R. relating to the building
and maintenance of the new berths
near the site of the present Rodney
wharf ;

This agreement has not yet been
made puhlic, nor have all the provi-
sions in it been finally agreed upon by
the civic committee and the C. P. R.

Wharves Will Be Built. 5~ ~

The City of 8t. John agrees to build
four berths with warehouses thereon,
at or about the site of the present
South Rodney Wharf. This work will
be entirely paid for by the city.

The C. P. R. will take a lease of
the new berths and buildings for a
term of forty years, at an annual rental
of five per cent. on the first cost of the
?roperty, wxclusive of the cogt of dredg-
ng.

At the end of the first period of
lease the C. P, R, hag the privilege of
renewing the lease at the same rate

of interest on the then value of the
property, and so on in perpetuity, the
agreements ‘being made at the expira-
tion of each term.

Of the five per cent. interest received
by the city, a certain proportion is to
be applied to a sinking fund, this pro-
portion to be such that the fund at the
end of the term of forty years will be
sufficient to cover the cost of the
wharves and warehouses.

The other proportion of the interest
received from the C, P. R. will be used
towards paying the interest on debene
tures, which will be issued by the city
to cover the entire cest of the work.

The C. P. R. will maintain in ther-
ough repair all the new wharves and
buildings, and will insure the same
against damage by fire.

The wharves shall be under absolute
control of the C. P. R., subject only to
the regulations of St. John harber, and
the city shall not, without the consent
of the railway company, berth any ships
,at these wharves. The C. P, R wil
have the privilege of docking at those
berths any vessels carrying cargo con-
signed to the railway. -

i The city agrees to hold Union street,
from Charlotte street to Rodney whaxrf,
free from all traffic other than that of
the railway. :

Apgent or New South Wales Talks of
the New Commonwealth, ’

Hon, Henry Copeland, agent general
at London for New South Wales, is in
the city, stopping at the Royal. He is
on his way from Sydney, N. B, W., to
England. He leaves tomorrow on the
stmr. Lake Erje for Liverpool,

Mr. Copeland says that the Chamber-
lain imperial fiscal scheme is favored
by a large body of the Australians. It,
however, i8 a party question in that
country. He did not know what posi-
tion the new government lately come
into power in Australia would take
with regard to the Chamberlain policy.
The new government would probably
raise the import duties on manufactures
from foreign countries and allow the
import duties on manufactures from
England and other parts of the empire
to remain as they are. He did not be-
lieve a zollverein practicable,

Railways in Australia, Mr. Copeland
says, are managed by commissions ap-
pointed by the government of each
state. Each commission is composed
of three members and the term of of-
fice is five years, with a salary in the
vicinity of two thousand pounds. In
Australia the commissioners are man-
agers. The commission in Canada re-
cently constituted by the government
takes more the form of dn inquiry.

IN TWO DAYS.

If there is War Russia “Will Force
China Into It and Involve
the World.

PARIS, Jan. 22.—Information reach-
ing the foreign office during the last
24 hours shows a decided improvement
in the Russo-Japanese situation. The
answer of Russia will he dispatched
within two days. The question of the
limitation of Japanese settlements in
Manchuria has been one of the most
difficult under consideration. The Rus-
slan view, as made known here, is that
the kzal issue is the maintenance of
white supréemacy in northern Asia. It
is maintgined that Russia’s insistence
that reasonable limfis be placed on
the establishment of Japanese settle-
ments in Manchuria has the same end
as the American and British laws, the
latter in Australia, in protecting the
commerce and laber of whites from the
Mongols. If appears that Russia s
chiefly appréhensive of the springing
up of large Japanese settlements and
villages along the lines 8f the Russian
rallroads and other centres of Rus-
sian influence, as it is held that such
& Japanese.influx will practically nul-
lify Russia’s privileged position in
Manchuria, which Japan has been wil-
ling to recognize.

LONDON, Jan. 23.—A special de-
spatch from Seoul, Korea, date today,
says Japanese railway men have been
attacked by Koreans at several points
along the Seoul-Fusan railway and that
the Korean authorities have been noe
tifled that unless they prevent a re.
petition of these disorders necessary
measures to do so will be taken by
Japanese troops.

The Dowager Empress of China s
thoroughly alive to the peril threaten-
ing China as a result of the Russo-
Japanese crisis, and has, according to
the Globe’s Shanghal correspondent,
determined at all costs to fight for the
freedom of Manchuria from foreign
control., Conferences between the
Dowager and the leading statesmen, it
is added, have convinced her that any
other policy would be tantamount to
dynastio suicide as the dishonor of the
ancestral tombs, implied by foreign
domination, would be unpardonable in
the eyes of the Chinese, and unless a
vigorous effort is made to re-assert
Manchu authority the Taipings and
Kolashui will attempt to restore the
Ming dynasty, with the result of the
complete destruction of China,

The correspondent adds that the
dowager has been informed that some
of the foreign powers are willing to give
the Manchus an opportunity of rehabi-
litating themselves even to the extent
of giding them by force, if necessary,
provided the Manchu government is
eocially favorable to reform. The Rus-~
sian minister at Pekin, the correspond-
ent continues, has learned the result of
those conferences, and is convinced that
in the event of war China will be forced
to participate with the result that the
whole world will practically become in-
volved.

“In the meanwhile,” the despatch
concludes, “Japan, though ostensibly
engaged with its own quarrel, is really
the spokesman of the whole group of
powers devoted to the policy of anti-
partition and who have virtually ag-
reed together to defend China.
