First Definite News From 
Valparaiso

Th s Booth Will be One of 
the Finest in the Building

Tells of a Calamity Which Has Resalted In 
Immense Destruction of Life 

and Property.

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NEW YORK, Aug. 18—The Herald 

today piints the following: Valpara­
iso, Chili, Friday (via Galveston, Tex- 
is).—Without the slightest tremor of 
warning an earthquake visited this 
city at 8 o’clock last night, br unging 
instant death to hunlreds of persons 
and leaving many hundreds more im­
prisoned in the ruins, many of whom 
were burned to death. Fire started 
immediately after the first shock and 
every branch of the city’s service was 
paralyzed. Panic and consternation in­
describable followed, and those who 
escaped death and njury became fren- 
ized with l’ear and could render little 
assistance to the victims. The busi­
ness section of the city is almost en­
tirely destroyed and fires are 
ia ging.

We are suffering here a repitition of 
the horrors of San Francisco. It is al­
most impossible to ascertain how wide 
an area of country the visitation has 
laid waste. Telegraphic communica-, 
tion is cut off in every direction. No 
trains have arrived in the city or left 
since the first shock came as all of the 
railroad tunnels are filled and miles of 
track on the surface are twisted and

NEW YORK, Aug. 18—What appears 

to be positive confirmation of the many 
rumors of destruction of property and 
loss of life caused by the earthquake 
shock in the vicinity of Valparaiso is 
contained in an Associated Press des­
patch received today (Saturday) from 
Galveston, Texas, cable office in that 
city communicating direct with cable 
operator at Valparaiso. It was learned 
that Valparaiso was in a turmoil and 
buildings were wrecked, with the be­
lief that a great loss of life had oc­
curred.

The importance of this despatch is 
that it gives the first news that shocks 
continued on Friday. This information 
is confirmed by a report from Baldwin, 
Kansas, that the seismograph record­
ed a shock at 7.07 o’clock Friday morn­
ing. Early advices record shocks not 
later than midnight Thursday.

GALVESTON, Texas, Aug. 18.—Ac­
cording to statements made by the 
cable operator at Valparaiso, who wàà 
working in direct communication with 
the office in this city yesterday’s earth­
quake shocks continued at intervals all 
through the day and many times the 
operators had to flee from their office.

The operator at Valparaiso stated 
that everything is in confusion at that, 
place many houses have been razed 
and the loss of life believed to be great, 
although no attempt has yet been made 
to ascertain the number. Overland 
lines over the Andes mountains are all 
down and communication south of Val­
paraiso is completely shut off.

HAMBURG, Aug. 18. — The North 
German bank today received from Its 
correspondent that Ranco De Chiley 
Alemana at Valparaiso the following 
despatch: “All well. Bank building 
only slightly damaged. Many houses 
destroyed by fire, we arc unable to 
st%te extent of damages; banks closed.**
