Mr. Glover said, “This is the only
place in the Bible where a plumbline
is mentioned and we all know what a
plumbline is. I don’t know i¥f I am
here to comfert the good paople of this
church, but I am not a comforter, I ayn
& fighter and have been ali my life.
These words were said because of the
judgments against Israel, which had
been set aside, because of their pray-
ers, and God meaat that He would not
make any more mistalces with them.

WARSHIPS ON A CRUISE.

Several United States Vessels Start

on a Long Trip.

WASHINGTON, April 18.—The navy
department is informed that the flag-
ship New York, the cruisers Marble-
head and Bennington of the Pacific
squadron, gommanded by Rear Ad-
miral Glass, have started frem Panama
on their cruise to the Aleutian Is-
lands, by way of 7Tcnolulu. They first
will proceed up the coast of Acacuipo,
when they will sail to the Hawalian Is-
lands, a distance of about 3,300 miles.
The next run will be from Honolulu to
Unalaska in the Aleutian group, a dis-
tance of about 2,020 miles. The squad-
ron will be joined in Alaska waters
by the gunboat Petrel, now fitting out
at Saan Francisco, and also by the gun-
boat Concord, which left Acajutla on
her way to San Francisco for repairs.

FREDERICTON, April 18— The
committée on public saccounts at
their session this morning covered con-
siderable gorund and managed to get
through some humdred pages of the
report. Under the head Succession
Duties, it is learned that the prevince
was called upon during the year to
pay the sum of $909.52 for the privilege
of settling dead men’s estate. For
gathering in the duty on John Byers’
estate, $211.25 was paid. This was the
biggest bonanza. C. F. Woedman’s
estate cost $172.68; James Robertson,
$55; Calder, $30; Spring, $100; Dean'’s,
$150; Wm,. Richards, $130.60, and Simp-
son, $40.

The Deaf and Dumb Institution in-
vestigation, which the province was
called upon to shoulder, teok out of
the provinecial revenue, $4,867,30. Of
this amount $1,700 was paid to J. H.
Barry, investigating commission. On
inquiry from Mr. Smith it wes shown
that the examipation occupted sixty-
two days, to tMis pajd Mr. Barry some-
thing over §26 per day. The Telegraph
Publigshing Company for their ex-
penses, got $1,146.95, while Mr. Phin-
ney, the prosecuting attorney, had his
bill certified to at $800.

The item umforeseen expenditures
presents some Interesting reading. It
just cost New Brunswick $5,287.09 for

1903 for expenses that neither the at- !

tormey general nor provincial secretary
were able to see last sesglon.
