The woman has been questionel relative
to the case but nothing of a satistactory
nature can be learned from ber although
sho seems to realize that sho has done
wrong.

The story doesnot end bere by any
means and it is in the intereats of the public
generally that a thorough investigation
should be made. The uatortunate in-
mates of the insane asylum are sent there
for care and protection and the people of
the province have a right to demand that
it be given them. The public will likely
hear more of this unfortunate affair.
