If the deposit is made in cash the 
city shall deposit the amount in one 
of the chartered banks of Canada and 
pay to the company the interest re­
ceived from such deposit, and if made 
in securities, the interest or dividends 
accruing from them shall be paid to 
the company.

CiA4 >Our school curriculum, he said, was 
mainly designed In the Interests of 
young people who contemplated enter 
ing the learned professions, though 
90 or 95 per cent, of the young peo 
pie attending the public schools had 

occupations. 
While they should not sacrifice cul­
ture, it was not ‘right that there 
should be next to nothing in public 
school Instruction to fit boys and girls 
for the practical occupations of life.

For years we have not been paying 
our school teachers a living w-age. It 
is the business of the citizens to look 
into the matter, and to arrange to pay 
wages that will command the services 
of the highest class of men and wo­
men for teaching. In these provinces 
the wages of teachers range from 
$1,800 to less than $300; yet your 
boys and girls spend move time under 
the eye of the teacher than they do 
under the eye of their mothers.

How many of you know anything 
of the teachers of your children? Do 
you" invite them to your homes, and 
try to help them understand the needs 
of your children?

At least 75 per cent of school chil­
dren are suffering from some physical 
defect and need medical attendance, 
yet you have no medical Inspection In 
your schools. A boy with physical de­
fects Is generally liable to be misun­
derstood by. teachers and parents, and 
abused by both, because he does not 
make satisfactory progress. Such a 
boy often runs from home, and sells 
newspapers and being unable to make 
a living, steals to make ends meet. 
Then he is arrested, and put In the 
way of becoming a criminal. Medical 
inspection would probably have saved 
the boy, Then there is the matter of 
school supervision. There should be 
co-operation between the home and
